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UVOD

Na mjestu gdie se srednjoevropske planine spustaju u Panonsku nizinu,
koridorom koji je probila rijeka Sava, bujao je Zivot u svim razdobljima ljudske
povijesti. Doline Save, Sutle i Krapine te obronci obliznjih brda i sjeverozapadni
dio Medvednice, a to je podrudje danainje opéine Zapredié, posjedujn sve pogod-
nosti za razvej Zivoia.

No unatod tome, ovaj je teren stjecajem okolnosti izbjegac vedoj paZnji ar
heologa, iako on to bez sumnje ne zasluZuje. Na to ukazuje i nekoliko sludajnih
nalaza s tog podrucja, medu ostalim dvije kamene sjekire pronadens u Brdoven
i dvije, od kojih jedna bakrena, u Mariji Gorici, koristene u neolitiku i encolitiku
(neahjavljeno). Poscbno treba istadi ostavu iz Ivanca Bistranskog (Vinski-Gaspa-
rini, 1973, 180, T. 113), koja zajedno s ostavom iz Miljane ¢ini IV herizont kasno-
bronéanodobnih ostava sjeverozapadne Hrvatske, kojeg treba apselutno krono-
loski opredijeliti u 10. st. pr.n.e. (Vinski-Gasparini, 1983, 662). Nedavno je Mu-
7¢j Brdovec otkupio dvije brondane Suplje sjekire koje su pronadene kod kopa-
nja sljunéare u blizini Savskog Marofa a pripadale bi ovom istom horizontu (neo-
bjavljena).

Vremenu rimske kolonizacije pripada simpulum (Arheoloski muze] Zagreb)
koji je pocetkom stoljeda pronaden u ssavskom prudistuc kod Brdovea, Simpu-
lum je grabilica va tekudinu odredene zapreminske mjere, kojom se sludilo i u
kultu (pogrebni obred npr.) i u obi¢nom #fivotu, Brdovecki primjerak ima dosta
osebujan ukras; raden je od broncanog lima, a datira se Siroko u 1. i 2, st. (Hof-
filler, 1903/4, 115, sl. 62, 5; Radnoti, 1938, 97, 103, 104, T. 28, 9).

Tom vremenu pripada moida i kontraverzni kipi¢ iz Jablanovca kojeg J.
BrunSmid dva puta objavljuje i razliito datira (Brun$mid, 1898, 201 i 1912, 189).

Od 1983. godine, kada smo zapodeli detaljno rekognosciranje ovog podruéja,
do danas sakupili smo mnogo novih podataka i ubicirali 27 novih lokaliteta iz
razli¢itih vremenskih razdoblja, o cemu demo pisati dT'ugom prilikom. Ali upravo
gustoca naseljenosti lijeve obale Save izmedu Sutle i Krapine u rimsko doba i
velitina anti¢kih objekata u Drenju i njegovoj bli‘oj okolici ponukala nas je da
uz ovu izlozbu kajemo neslo vide i skrenemo paznju javnosti i struénjaka na ovo,
do sada slabo istraZeno, podrudie.

U ovem uvodnom poglavlju treba joi reéi da je ovaj katalog rezultat zajed-
nickog rada kolega mr Rajke Makjani¢ (poglavlje Keramika), mr Remze Kodce-
vi¢ (poglavlje Metal) i autora ovih redaka, koji od 1983, god. vodi istrazivanja u
Drenju.

Ova publikacija prezentira rezultate istraZivanja do 1985. i predstavlja Siru
strunu i znanstvenu obradu nadenog malterijala,



POVIJEST U ANTICI

Tako se godina 11.pr. n. e, smatra
sluzbenim datumom osnivanja i pripo-
jenja rimske provincije Panonije Car-
stvu, vjerojatno je godina 35 pr.n.e.
najvainiji datum u njenoj povijesti.
Te je godine car Oktavijan s velikom
vojskom (8—12 legija) krenuo na Il
rik, gdje se rimski utjecaj nakon Ce-
zarove smrti gotovo potpuno izgubio,
s izuzetkom nekoliko gradova na jad-
ranskoj obali, Porazivii Japode kra-
jem mnavedene goding, Rimljani osva
jaju vrlo vainu stratesku tocku — grad
Segestiku (Siscia, Sisak), koji im je
kasnije sluZio kao baza za dalinje ope-
racije u Iliriku. Tada su i panonska
plemena u dolini Save bila pokorena
pa, iako je neite kasnije Tiberije do-
vriio osvajanje Citave Panonije, s pri-
sutnoicu Rimljana uz rijeku Savu mo-
ramo ratunati ve¢ od zadnjih decenija
l.st.pr.n.e

O tome da osvajanje i uspostav-
ljanje rimske vlasti u Panoniji nije
bio brz, lak i jednostavan posao za
Rimljane, svijedode 1 brojni sukobi s
lokalnim stanovnistvom. Jedan takav
sukob 12—9. g pr.n.e, kojem je mje-
sto okriaja bilo izmedu Save i Drave,
krvavo je ugulio Tiberije. Nakon pob-
jede miladei je prodao u ropstve, ite
je bila nchumana metoda pacifikacije,
koju je August rijetko primjenjivao.
Tiberije je zbog tih pobjeda primio i
trijumfalnu ¢ast (Mocsy, 1974, 34, s
biljeskama).

Posljednji veliki sukob Rimljana
i ilirsko-keltskih plemena zbio se 6—9.
g.n.e. za vrijeme velikog panonsko-
-dalmatinskog ustanka (Batonov usta-
nak), U vrijeme Augustove smrti u Pa-
noniji su bile stacionirane tri rimske
legije: VIIT Augusta u Petoviju (Ptuj),
XV Apollinaris u Emoni (Ljubljana) i
IX Hispanica u Sisciji. Nakon toga pa-
cifikacija Panonije odvija se relativoo
brzo, jer je wvec Tiberije pomaknuo
rimske granice na Dunav. Zadirfavanje
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leg. XIIT Gem, u Petoviju do pred sam
kraj prvog stoljeda naSe ere modemo
tumacditi kao drugu liniju obrane rim-
skog limesa, No vijerojatno je njeno
dulje zadriavanje u Petoviju bilo uvije-
tovano ovim velikim uwstancima lokal-
nog stanovnidtva, tim vise $to i u Dai-
maciji leg. VIT Claudia u Gardunu (kraj
Sinja) te leg. XI Claudia i njena nas-
ljednica leg. 1V Flavia u Burnumu (Ivo-
Sevcel kraj Kistanja) estaju tamo do
druge polovice prvog stoljeda pa je
ofito da Rimljani nisu Zeljeli ostaviti
ova podrué¢ja bez vojnicke kontrole, 5
odlaskom leg. XIIT Gem. iz Petovija
u Vindobonu (Be¢) nestao je i posljed-
nji ostatak starijeg augustovskog ob-
rambenog sistema (Saria, 1939, 131).

Romanizacija Panonije molfe se
promatrati u dva vala: prvi, vojnicki,
i drugi, civilni, koji je zapoteo s flavi-
jevcima, odnosno krajem Serdesetih
godina 1, st. 1. e

U wvrijeme Trajana (98—117) po-
vedava se hroj lesija ma Dunavu pa
se dotadainja jedinstvena provincija
Panonija podijelila u dvije vojnicke
oblasti: Pannonia Superior — (Gornja)
i Pannonia Inferior — {Donja) (karta
2). Nakon Trajana na vlast dolaze Ha-
drijan (117—138) i Antonin Pio (138—
—161). Razdoblje njihove vladavine u
Panoniji obiljezeno je relativnim mi-
rom, 5to je ompgudilo brz razvoj i

predstavljalo vrijeme najintenzivnije

romanizacije provincija. Za M. Aurelija
(161—180), nasljednika Antonina Pija,
166. g. provaljuju u Panoniju german-
ska plemena — Markomani, Kvadi i
dr. — i tesko je poharaju. No vec 171.
M. Aurelije opet stize na dunavske gra-
nice, pa ¢ak prelazi Dunay i osniva dvi-
je nove provincije — Marcomaniju i
Sarmatiju. Njegov sin Komod (180—
—192) wyraca tim provincijama status
saveznitkih drZava, odnosno vraca se
starom sistemu kojim su Rimljani osi-
guravali svoje granice.
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prema. Soproni, 1980

Komod nije ostavio nasljednika,
te je nakon njegove smrti izhio gra-
danski rat. Za cara je izabran Lucije
Septimije Sever (193—211), koji je do-
a0 na vlast uprave zahvaljujudi po-
moé¢i panonskih legija. Tako je za nje-
gova carevanja u Panoniji biloe mirno,
gotovo cijelo trede stoljede puno je
kriza i borbi, keje prestaju tek dola-
skom na vlast cara Dioklecijana (284—
—-305), On donosi mnoge reforme ko-
jima je svrha ekonomsko i politicko

uévridenje Carstva. Rezultat ovih re-
formi bila je i nova podjela Panonije
na cetiri pokrajine (provincije): Panno-
nia Prima, Valeria, Savia, Pannonia
Secunda (karta 2). Vladavina Konstan-
tina Velikog (306—337) predstavlja i
nastavak Dioklecijanovih reformi. On
priznaje kr&¢anstvo (313), koje nakon
Nicejskog koncila (325) postaje privi-
legiranom vierom u Rimskom Carstvu.
Konstantinovi nasljednici nisu uspjeli
sacuvati jedinstvo Imperija; prodori
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harbarskih plemena i medusobne bor-
be za prijestolje potpuno su oslabili
Carstvo. Po smrti Teodozija (379—395)
Carstvo je podijeljenc na Istolno i Za-
padno i, premda historiografija uzima
476. kao godinu propasti Zapadnorim-
skog carstva, ova) kratki povijesni pri-
kaz rimske vladavine u Panoniji mo-
Femo zavréiti i ranije. To bi moglo biti
nakon sloma panonskeog limesa oko
400., mokda nakon upada Zapadnih Go-
ta pod Alarikom 403, a svakako do
sredine 5.st. kad nestaju i zadnji tra-
govi administrativne strukture Rimske
drZave u Panoniji.

No, vratimo se jod trenutak na
sam pocetak i recimo nesto o vrlo o-
sjetljivom pitanju etnosa koji je Zivio
na ovom podrudju. Glavni povijesni
izvori o rasporedu panonskih plemena
su Plinije Stardji, 1.st., i Ptolomej, 2.
st. (Mocsy, 1959, 15). Osim plemena
koja su poznata prije osnutka provin-
cije (Boii, Taurisci, Breuci, Andizioti,
Amantini, Scordisci i Latobici), Plini-
jeva 3. knjiga Prirodoslovlja (Natura-
lis histeria) navodi cijeli niz plemena
koja se prvi puta spominju u doba
Carstva. Znatan broj plemeéna na nje-
govu popisu ima latinska imena, koja
namecu misao da se tu radi © novim
skupinama koje su organizirali Rim-
ljani (Mocsy, 1974, 53). Neka od tih
snovih« plemena dobila su ime prema
vedim mjestima oko kojih su se nala-
zila kao Cornacates — Cornacum (So-
tin u istofnoj Slavoniji), druga prema
imenima rijeka oko kojih su Ziviela
kao Colapiani — Colapis (Kupa). S
ohzirom na gmgrafskx poloiaj lokali-
tetd koji se spominju, za nas su naj-
zanimljivija plemena Varciana, za koje
se smatra da su nastavali podrudje
kasnijeg municipija Andautonije (S&i-
tarjevo kraj Zagreba), i Latobica, ped-
ru¢je municipija Neviodunuma (Drno-
vo kraj Krikog).

GEOGRAFSKT POLOZAT

~ Antigki lokalitet u selu Drenje
nalazi se na 140 m nadmorske visine,
otprilike 500 m od nséa rijeke Sutle
u Savu. Neznatno izdignut od okolnog
terena, nalazi se izmedu sjevervistod-
nih obronaka ?#umberacko-gorjanskog
masiva s julne i jugozapadnih obro-
naka brdeovedkog prigorja sa sjeverne
strane. Treba istaknuti da je smjesten
u uskom koridoru (Brezicka wrata)
koji dijeli Kriko polje od savske do-
line, koja se lagano 4iri prema istoku
{karta 1).

Odmah upada u ofi na kakvom
se vaZznom strateikom 1 komunikacij-
skom mijestu nalazi lokalitet — prije-
lazu preko Save (Jesenice na Dolenj-
skem — Drenje), na raskriéu putova
dolinama rijeka, To mijesto svojim po-
lofajem ¢ini prirodnu veru izmedu
Panonske nizine i predalpskog, odnos-
no jugoistoénog alpskog prostora. Ta-
koder i smijestaj u sredini plodne rav-
nice bez sumnje je odredio i karakter
lokaliteta u razvijenoj antici.



POVIJEST ISTRAZIVANTA

Arhecloskih iskapanja u  opdini
Zapredic do 1980, godine mije bilo. Te
je godine Muzej Brdovec, u suradnji
s Odsjekom za arheologiju Filozolskog
fakulteta u Zagrebu, iskopao u dyvori
tu Milana Landrpeta (Brdovee, Javor-
je, I odvojak Savske 4) ostatke rim-
skog groba s nekoliko ulomaka rimske
keramike. Jo§ je ranije M. Landrpet
pokionio brdoveckom muzeju jednu
rimsku posudu koju je pronasao kopa-
judi u vreu,

Makon toga zapofela su prva son-
dazna istrazivanja u selu Drenje na
lokalitetu »Goricas, gdije su pronadeni
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ostaci rimskodobnog graditelijstva. O-
tada sg radovi u Drenju izvode svake
sodine, s lzuzetkom 1982, uz pomod
studenata arheologije na Filozolskom
fakultetn u Zagrebu. Prvim iskopava-
njima 1980. i 1981, rukovodio je Alek-
sandar Durman. Od 1984, na istraziva-
njima u Prenju suraduje 1 Odjel za
arheologiju Centra za povijesne zna-
nosti Sveucilista u Zagrebu.
Rekognosciranjem terena s lijeve
obale Save izmedu Sutle i Krapine do-
ilo se do joi nekoliko novih podataka
o prisutnosti Rimljana na ovom tere-
nu (karta 3). Vel sada znamo da s u

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neposredno] blizini gradevine koju is-
trafujemo u Drenju nalaze barem jod
tri ebjekta: jedan 80 m sjeverno, drugi
100 m zapadno-jugozapadno i tredi 80
m u smjeru istoka. Osim njih, 250 m
na sjever, u dvoriftu Krste Hutinca
(Savski put 26) pronasli smo jos ba-
rem tri zida, koji se prufaju u smiery
sjever-jug:. Usmeno anketiranije stanowv-
nika Drenja ukaruje na tragove tim-
skog graditeljstva na joi nekim mje-
stima u selu, no to nije provjereno
sondiranjem a povriinska situacija ne
omogudava nam da to sa sigurnoséy
i ustanovimo., To, medutim, ne moze-
mo redi za »Zadrugarskos — toponim
na istotnom rubu sela (karta 3), edje
ved poviriinski nalazi pokazuju da se
ovdje nalaze dvije gradevine udaljene
jedna od drogé oko 2000 metara.

Vida postoje ostaci anti¢kog
graditeljstva. Prema informaciji dobi-
venoj od fFupnika Mirka Cigrovskog,
prilikom kopanja poda crkve zbog u-
vodenja grijanja pronadeni su tragovi
neke ranije gradnje. Opis Zute, kame-
na, a naposc opeke koja je pri tome
iskopana dopusta pretpostavku o pos-
tojanju antitkoe ohijekta, Svi ovi na-
lazi 1 indikacije obaveruju nas da is-
trazivanju antike u samom Brdoveu
posvetimo jos vedu paZnju,

Ovaj kratak prikaz povijesti istra-
#zivanja antike izmedu Save i Brdoveé-
kog prigorjia zavesit demo s jos dva
velika rimska lokaliteta. Prvi se nalazi
u selu Sibice, neposredno uz desnua
obalu potoka LuZnica, presjeden napo-
la Zeljeznidkom prugom Zagreb—Lju-

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bljana. Sondiranje: (plan 1} izvrieno
1984, otkrile je vierojatno ostatke vile
— ladanjskog dobra — koja se nekod
ovdje nalazila. Sirina lokaliteta iznosi
60 m (to je nazalost otkrio iskop za
kanalizaciju koji je pretao preko lo-
kaliteta) i na tom podrudju uspjeli
smo registrirati devet zidova postav-
ljenih u smjeru sjever—jug. Njegova
duljina bi mogla biti, prema povréin
skim nalazima, izmedu 120 i 150 m.
Vrlo dobro satuvan pod u sendi C (sl
1} ukazuje na to da je lokalitet sa sje-
verne strane pruge dobro ofuvan, tim
viSe 4to je teren na toj strani visi nego
§ jufne strane pruge. Uz keramiku pro-
nadeno je i dosta drugog sitnog arheo-
Ioékog materijala. Vedina ovih nalaza
moze se datirati u 1. 1 2.5t.n.e. Na
crtezu 1 vidi se [ibula pronadena u
sondi B. To je broncdana fibula jako
profiliranog tipa, smede zatamnjena,
Jednotlana je, sa po 5 navoja u oba
dijela spirale. Nedostaje lijevi dio le-
tive 1 Zi¢ana osovina spirale. DuZina

1
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iznosi 62 mm, Fibula ima sva obiljeZja
varijante koja se proizvodila u Sisciji
(Koklevié, 1980, 20). Slitni primjerci
u zatvorenim grobnim cjelinama dati-
raju se oko 70. g. n.e. (Marié, 1968, 36,
T. 21, 48).

Drugi lokalitet sondiran 1986. na-
lazi se nepunih 600 metara od prvih
kuca na sjevernoj strani sela Drenje, 5
obzirom na to da njiva na kojoj se
nalazi nema poseban naziv, nazvali smo
ga »Drenje — Ladués jer je smjeSten
s lijeve strane ceste koja iz Laduca
vodi u Drenje (neposredno nakon pri-
jelaza zeljeznitke pruge). Nasa boja-
zan da je uglavnom uniiten oranjem

{sl. 2) pokazala se neopravdanom. Son-
da koju smo otkopali otkrila je dva
zida u smjeru sjever—ijug i sacuvani
pod hipokausta (plan 2). U usporedhi
sa sondama u Drenju i Sibicama, u
ovoj je sondi broj pronadenih pred-
meta (keramika i sitni arheoloski ma-
terijal) veoma malen. Samo nekoliko
fragmenata keramike (uglavnom sive
pecatne) govore u prilog dataciji 1—2.
st. Mo, velitina lekaliteta (200 % 150
m) i visina temelja (do dubine 140
cm) navode na pomisao da se ovdje
radi o veoma velikoj i znacajnoj gra-
devini (plan 2a).
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[STRAZIVANIE U DRENIU

Prvih Sesnaest sondi iskopano je
na zemljistu Jure Pasarida (1. Jurma-
na 760, sonde 17 i 20 na zemljistu Ste-
fa Perica (L. Jurmana 78), sonda 1B
na zemljiditu Stjepana Hotka (Hotke-
va 11), sonda 19 na zemljidtu Viktora
FHotka (Savski put 21), a segment »A«
na njivi Vlade Hotka.

U prve tri godine istraZivanja is:
kopano je 20 sondi (plan 3) koje su
u dubinu kopane do razine temeljnih
zidova (sl. 3). U prvoj smo fazi, pra-
tedi ridove, nastojali ustanoviti velidi-
nu objekta (sl. 4), odnosno opseg ras-
prostranjenosti cijelog lokaliteta. Ali
pokazalo se da je objekt (odnosno ob-
jekti) mnogo vedih dimenzija nego 3to
smo prvobitno pretpostavljali. Godine
1984, segmentom A (sl. 5) mogli smo
konaéno odrediti do koje se daljine
objekt pruza u smjeru zapada i pret.
postaviti njegovu velifinu. Gradevina
jc dimenzija 95 < 45 m (plan 3), a
svojim se zapadnim krilom naslanja
na zid s kojim zajedno pripada jednoj
vedoj, jod neodredenoi, cjelini. Osim
ove zapadne jos ni jedna strana objek:
ia nije u potpunostl istraZena (pogo-
tovo sjeverna), no ipak se ved naziru
i'it?ﬂ!l'll't‘ EI';!{.!!,.‘\'EIJH'. Svi i.!{'i- .‘\E'tLlﬂ Hlk{.l-'
pani zidovi u Drenju gradeni su na
sli¢an nafin i uglavnom se razlikuju
samo po Sirini (55—80 cm). Jedini
izuzetak Cini zid u sondi 9, koji je uZi
(40 cm) i pliéi, a s obzirom na to da
stt 1 toj sondi pronadena i tri novéida
{svi Valentinijana I), moZemo ga pri-
pisati nekoj kasnijoj dogradnji u 4. st
n.e.

U iskopani rov poloZen je sloj
krupnijih rjeénih oblutaka debljine
40 em, koji je u pravilu bio 20—30
cm 3iri od temelinog zida slaganog na
njemu,. Zidovi su gradeni u tehnici so-
pus incertume, s dosta verivoe #buke,
a prostor izmedu dva lica ispunjen je
krupnijim lomljenim kamenom i $ljun-
kom, takoder obilno zaliven zidnom
zbukom, ali grublje fakture od one u
licu zida (sl. ). Uglovi zidova izvede-

mi osu od vrlo pravilno tesanih kame-
nih blokova (sl, 7). Zidovi su gradeni
od polucbradenog kamena (uglavnom
vapnenac, rjede pjescenjak) te zbuka-
ni. Podovi u segmentu A su bili izo-
rami, no njihova niveleta se ipak mo-
gla pratiti uz zidove. Ali u sondama
17 i 19 (1983) safuvani su podovi u
potpunosii, 8te je omogudilo da vidi-
mo i strukturu njihove gradnje. Na
sloju rjecnih oblutaka i krupnijes
sljunka nalazi se sloj vezivne buke
vrlo grube fakture, sa sljunkom, deb-
ljiine 10—15 c¢m, a zatim je taj sloj
obloZzen slojem fine sivo-bijele zbuke
debljine 5—10 cm. Ove dvije sonde
bile su znacajne i zbog toga sto je na
nivou tih podova pronadeno mnodivo
fragmenata zidnih slikarija (sl. 8) i re-
ljefne $tukature (sl. 9). Podloga pro-
nadenih slikarija je tamnocrvene bo-
je, a ukrasene su biljnim ornamentom,
motivom  gitlande i prugama. Owvi
ukrasi izvedeni su u svjetloplavoj, ze-
lenoj, Zutoj, oker i bijeloj boji. Opis

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zidnih slikarija Mauzoleja II iz Dras-
koviceve ulice ¢ini se slicnim, osim u
podlori, koja je lamo svietlija (Vikic-
-Belanéic, 1981, 149). Opdenito, u pos-
liednjoj tredini 1.st. zidne slikarije
u nasecljima zapadne Panonije u pot-
punosti preuzimaju stil i uzorak ital-
ske ornamentike (Thomas, 1980, 308).

Eeljetna stukatura — jajasti niz
(Eierstab), veoma lijepo izraden, pro-
naden je na vi%e mjesta u ohjektu, ito
nije ¢est sludaj na dosad istrazivanim
antickim naseobinskim kompleksima
u sjeverozapadnnj Hrvatskoj.

U sondama 17 i 19 vidljiv je i zid
koji je u potpunosti prekriven podom
Pa su se na taj nacin vrlo jasno mogla
razlutiti dva vremenska horizonta (sl.
10y,

Osim zbukanih, u gradevini su po-
stojali i mozaicki podovi, to poka-
ruaje velik broj sivih pravokutnih mo-
zaiCkih kamenéica otkopanih sep-
mentu A. U njemu smo, pokraj zapad-
nog zida gradevine, naisli i na jednu
podnicu od plotastog a djelomiéno

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okruglog kamena (plan 3), koja bi,
sudedi prema njezinoj niveleti (odmah
na dnu prvog sloja), morala pripadati
pusljednjem horizontu gradnje na gra-
devini.

Dosta pronadenih (ragmenata pro-
zorskog stakla ukazuje na to da je
objekt bio ostakljen, a ostaci tubula
(rimska Suplja opeka kroz koju je
strujao topli zrak) i da je bio zagrija-
van. Velike osnovice stupova — 1,20
A 120 m (sh. 1) — pa jugoistoénom
ktilu pretpostavljaju jedan otvoren ali
nadsvoden prostor, koji moida pred-
stavlja 1 glavni prilaz objektu. Baza
interijerskog stupica (dislociran, sl. 12)
iskopanog u segmentu A mogla bi -
kazivati na peristilni prostor kakav
se moZe i ofekivati u ovakvom antic-
kom objektu. Na planu gradevine uod-
ljivo je 1 pet kanala. Cetiri od njih, uz
zidove, sluzila su za odvod oborinskih
voda izvan stambenog prostora i jed-
nako su gradeni (sl. 13), dok se peti
kanal (u sondi 16) razlikuje od njih.
Zidan je i nadsveden opekom (sl 13a)
i odvodi vodu iz gradevine te viero-
jatno vodi do srediSnjeg atrijskog pro-
stora.

METODA

Povriina iskopavana 1984, podi-
jeljena je na kvadrate od po 2 ¥ 2 m2
Sva keramika iz tako dobivenih kva-
dranata skupljana je i prebrojavana,
a podaci su unofeni u formulare koji
su sadrZavali ove rubrike: 1. ozpaku
kvadranta 2. oznaku dubine 3. oznaku
fakture 4. cznake da li se radi o rubu,
stijenki, dnu ili driki posude i, adje
je to bile mogude 5. opis posude (1.
zdjela, tanjur 1 sl).

Svi tako dobiveni podaci unefeni
s u osobno racunale, pomodcu kojeg
stt ulomci prebrojani i sortirani.

Koliko mi je pornato, ovakav na-
¢in obrade anticke keramike na pod-
rucju Zagreba, jod nije primjenjivan.
Poito se nije znalo kakvu i koliko koje
viste kKeramike treba odekivati, ved
nakon sumare obrade rezultata, wo-
Ceni s neki nedestaci:

. Pokazalo se da samo brojanje

pojedinih ulomaka nije dovolj-
no ie da je, zbog razlicith di-
menzija pojedinih posuda, ke
ramiko potrebno i vagati.

2. Nije notirano koliki je po-
stolak pojedine posude sadu-
van tj. da li je nadeni materi-
Jjal bio tako jako fragmentiran
da mofemo povoriti o olpadu
jos iz antickog doba, ili su po-
sude bile u upotrebi i nepo-
sredno prije napustanja objek-
ta. Opcenito, najlesée se ipak
radilo o veoma sitnim ulomci-

ma, 5to upuduje na pretpostay-
ku o otpadnom materijalu iz
antickog doba.

3. Bududi je istrazivani objekt
mogao biti, izmedu ostalog, i
vila koja je postojala kroz du-
lji vremenski period, ne moge
se govoriti o tefnoj stratigra-
fiji, mema =zatverenih nalaza,
pa nema ni temelja za razradu
apsolutne kronologije. Istrazi-
vani sektor tek je neznatni dio
cijelog objekta te ovako dobi-
vena slika keramike ne odgo-
vara slici iz nekog drugog di-
jela moguce wvile, kao dto je
na pr. rezidencijalni.

4. Fragmentiranost keramike ne-
minovno dovodi u pitanje toc-
ne atribucije vrstama posuda
pa je odredivanje izvréeno na
osnovi  fakture 1 paralela sa
ved objavljenim sliénim nala-
zima. Citav niz dna posuda
nije bilo mogucée pripisati od-
redenim oblicima.

VRSTE

Osnovna podiela izvriena je na
temelju fakture keramike, Iznimka je
pecatna keramika tj. ulomei ukraseni
pecatnim ornamentima, u koju ulaze
I sivi i crveno premazani primjerci.
To je jedina grupa koja se isti¢e pre-
mig arngmentia a ne po fakuwi. U sli-
jede¢im kampanjama trebalo bi ovaj
nedostatak ispraviti i raditi po ujed-
nafenim kriterijima.

Gruba keramika — lako je prepo-
snatljiva, stijenke posuda su de-
bele, glina je mijesana s grubim ko-
madima kamenéica i organskih ma-
terija, koje su nakon pecenja osta-
vile rupe u stijenkama.

Na Grafikonu 1 prikazana je koli:
cina pojedinih grupa keramike, po slo-
jevima. Kako je veé navedeno, ne mo-
Ze se govoriti o strogo odredenoj stra
tigratiji. Prvi sloj sefe do dubine od
20 em. MNa 20 em dubine, nalazilo se
poplo€enje za »ljetnu kuhinjue (?) u
jugozapadnom dijelu iskopane povrsi-
ne, koje je -sa sjeverne strane: bile
omedeno &vrsto nabijenom zemljom;
punom ulomaka keramike, a na povr
Eini od oko 16 m? (sl 14). Zato je ke-
rarnika iz ovog maboja oznadena dubi-
nom 20 ¢m i iskazana kao poseban
sloj.

Slijede dva sloja od po 20 em de-
bljine. Sloj 60—80 cm dubine istra-
Fen je samo uz juzm zid i to u dwva
kvadranta,

Sloj najbogatiji keramikom, bio je
onaj meposredno ispod naboja; Sto se
uotljive iskazalo na dijagramima, jer
su kolid¢ine vedine grupa najbrojnije
uprave uoovom sloju.

Zanimljive je da, dok se kolicing
vecine vrsta smanjuje u dubljim slo-
jevima, koli¢ina tzv. wfines odnosno
stolne keramike( fine, pefatne i sigila-
te), u donjim slojevima znatno se -
vecava. Ova Sinjenica vjerojatno nije
sludajna, a kako prostorna analiza po-
kazuje da su u sloju 40—60 cm nave:
dene grupe rafirene po cijelom tere
nu, mofemo zakljuditi da je u nidim
i, prema tome i vremenski starijim
slojevima, ufestalija fina stolna kera-
mika, Njezinu ucestalost u najdonjem
sloju; na 60—80 cm dubine, treba pri-
pisati kontekstu u kojem je nadena.
Maime, najvie pefatnih ulomaka, na-
deno je na podu na dubini od 60 cm.

Ovakva globalna i relativna slika
promjena kolidina pojedinih vrsta mo-
#e se objasniti na nekaoliko nadina, no
najvjerojatnijom mi se &ini pretpo-
stavka da je objekt na ovom segmen-
1 mijenjao namijene. Tako se na du-
bini 40 do 60 cm pojavljuju ostaci

podova, veoma fragmentiranih i ofte-
denih kojih u vidim slojevima nema.
Takoder i porast kolitine grube, tj.
kuhinjske keramike na dubini od 40
cm navise wkazuje da je prostor dobio
novir Funkeijn koja je na dubini od
20 em  donekle definirana i poplode-
njem od cigle, te nabojem od kerami-
ke koji je najvierojatnije slufio kao
dio podloge za mozaik.

Grafikon 2 prikazuje odnose svih
vrsta keramike u odredenim slojevima.
Sve do najdonjeg sloja dominira gru-
ba keramika, a postotak ostalih vrsta
se bitne ne mijenja. Medutim, u naj-
donjem sloju se primjecuje naghi po-
rast pecatne i sigilate, $to je ved gore
uodens i objainjeno.

Zanimljiv je nedostatak stolne ke
ramike u naboju pna 20 om, le izuzel-
no veliki postotak grube, kuhinjske
keramike. Ove oscilacije sFinijes kera
mike su rzanimljive 1 stoga &to sve tri
sfines grupe u ukupnoj keramici &ine
jedva neito vige od 1% Da li je tako
i na ostalim lokalitetima ili je fina
keramika tako slabo zastupljena zhog
namjene istrafenog podrudja, ne mofe
se rec¢i zbog potpunog nedostatka
komparativiog materijala.

OBLICT

Unutar svake grupe, odredene pre-
ma fakturama, izvifena je tipelogka
podjela po oblicima. Prilikom odredi-
vanja pojedinih oblika dolaxi do ter-
minoloikih poteskoda, kao 1 kod odre-
divanja samih oblika na temelju frap-
menata. Keramika je podijeljena na:

lonce — ovdje pripadaju posude
koje imaju vral, & promjer im je ima-
nji od wvisine;

zdjele — pri atribuiranju fragme-
nata zdjeli ili tanjuru dole je do naj-
vise kolebanja i potetkoda zbog ne
utvrdene granice nakon koje dublji
tanjur prelazi u zdjeh;

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viteve — zbog saduvanih fragme-
nata rubova teSko je odrediti razliku
fzmedu nekih tipova vréeva i amfora;

poklopce — ova vrsta takoder u
nekim slu¢ajevima predstavlja potes-
kode, jer se i opet pokazuje problem
fragmentiranosti, pa je kod komada
kod kojih nisu sacuvane drske, atri-
bucija provedena na temelju iskustva;

tronoice — specifi¢an oblik posu-
da ¢ija atribucija takoder nije uvijek
sasvim sigurna;

tanjure — vidi gore;

¢ase — ponegdje ih se naziva pe-
harima, medutim kako se radi o pri-
boru koji je najvjerojatnije slufio za
pi¢e, Cinilo mi se najadekvatnije naz-
vali ih ¢asama;

pitose — naziv posude za spre-
manje je daleko primjereniji, ali sam
zadriala pitos zbog jednostavnosti —
ovdje su uvriteni komadi koji su, zbog
svoje veliéine bili navjerojatnije stal-
ne smjesteni na jednom mijestu i nisu
mogli sluziti u procesu kuhanja;

amfore — vidi pod vréevi;

larionici — nije saluvan niti je-
dan »klasiéan« tarionik, tj. posuda &ija
je unutrainjost namjerno chrapavlje-
na pijeskom i kamenéi¢ima, ali zbhog
istog oblika ovdje su uvritene posude
5 izljevom;

zdjelice — wrlo mali primjerci
koji oblikom podsjedaju na zdjele, a
izradivane su u finoj i pecatnoj kera-
migi, i

kadionice — posude koje po svom
obliku odreduju svoju funkeiju.

Na T. 17 prikazane su i lampice
koje nisu usle u statistiku, a na T. 13,
17 je prikazana posuda za cijedenije
sira, takoder primjerak kojemu je
funkcija jasno odredena.

Grafikon 3 prikazuje koli¢ine po-
jedinih oblika po slojevima. Uvjerlji-
vo su najzastupljeniji lonci i te tokom
cijelog razdoblja Zivota ohbjekta, ali
s¢ ipak u nadonjem sloju njihov pe-
stotak smanjuje i gotovo izjednatava
5 postotkom zdjela. Zanimljiva je nji-
hova apsolutna dominacija na dubini
od 20 cm, tj. u naboju oko poploade-
nja — za namjerno eveden naboj upo-
trebljeni su ostaci najgrublje, najées-
¢e upotrebljavane, pa tako i najlom-
lienije keramike — dok se rjedi i ma-
lobrojniji oblici uopde nisu upotrije-
bili u ovu svrhu (tj. pitosi, amfore,
tarionici, zdjelice | kadionice). Tako-
der upada u oéi vrlo visok postotak
vrieva, nasuprot gotovo zanemarivoj
koli¢ini ¢ada, &to govori o odredenim
navikama pri pidu — ili su ¢ase bile
staklene — %to se &ini malo vierojat-
nim, ili se pilo iz manjih lonaca i
zdjela, Sto je vierojatnije.

Velik je i postotak trono#nih zdje-
la — tromoSci govore o nadinu spre-
manja jela, naime, oni su beéz sumnje
sluzili za kuhanje koje se odvijale na
otvorenoj wairi odnosno Zaru na ko
jeg se stavljalo tronosce. Ako prihva-
limo ovo objasnjenje, pretpostavka da
se na analiziranom podrodju radi o
prostoru sljetne kuhinjes, i opet se
potkrepljuje.

U ovom kontekstu moke se pro-
tumaciti i mali postotak sstolnoge po-
suda, tj. tanjura, ¢asa i malih zdjelica.
Medutim, za to¢nije odredenje, valja
éekati materijal sa drugih predjela
objekta, kao i sa ostalih lokaliteta.

(Petru 8. 1 Petru P., 1978, 40). Ove
zdjele svakako treba gledati kao
cjelinn sa zdjelama sliénog oblika
i lakture, koje uz urcz kotacicem
nose i pecatni ukras (vidi naprijed).

Keramika iskopana u kampanji 1984, g., obradivana je metodom koja je, uz
adredene nedostatke, dovela do slijedecih zakljucaka:

lako se na prvi pogled ne izdvajaju strogo odredeni slojevi, za pojedine obli-
ke keramike, mofe se utvrditi realativni razvojni tok. MoZe se, takoder, naga-
dati o promjenama u nacinu kuhanja tokom vremena (usp. odnos lonci —
tronozne xdjele).

Porast, odnosno pad koli¢ine pojedine vrste keramike, upucuju na:

a) vremenski uvjetovanu promjenu, ali i

b) promjene u namjeni objekta.

Uzimanjem u obzir cjelokupne keramike, uspostavljen je odnos izmedu raz-
nih vrsta posuda, a narodito je naglasen mali, gotovo zanemariv postotak
sstolnes keramike. Ovo takoder moZe biti posljedica namjene iskopanog seg-
menta, ali i pokazatelj navika pri spremanju i serviranju jela.

Sva keramika koja se mogla usporediti s odgovarajucim vrstama na ostalim
datiranim lokalitetima, vremenski je smjeStena u prva dva stoljeca ne., a
vecina oblika se datira do polovice 2. st.

Ber komparativnog materijala sa ostalih lokaliteta u blizoj okolici Drenja, iz
sjeverozapadne Hrvatske i Slovenije, ne moze se govoriti o eventualnim ra-
dionicama, apsolutnoj kronologiji, odnosima izmedu razli¢itog posuda, navi-
kama pri kuhanju i jelu, itd.

Materijal prikazan na T. 19, pred-
stavlja jedini zatvoreni nalaz iz Dre-
nja. Radi se o jami (sl. 13) u kojoj je
bilo ukopano slijedece posude: jedan
lonac, dvije Cafe, Cetiri zdjelice, dva
tanjura i jedan tronoZac.

Dvije zdjelice (2 i 3) imaju prilic-
no debele stijenke, a br. 2 nosi pecat
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u cetverokutu koji je danas naZalost
necitljiv. Naslucuju se slova: IVO/TY
/L. Oblik zdjelica, sa zaravnjenim,
stepeni¢astim i horizontalno postavlje-
nim rubom na zaobljenom ili bikonic-
nom tijelu i prstenastoj nozi, oblik je
iz repertoara sigilatne industrije (Lud
Tf). U slokalnime izvedbama nadene
su i na drugim lokalitetima, na pr. u
Ptuju (Mikl—Curk, 1965, T. V, 4), Sin-
gidunumu (Bojovic, 1977, br. 380), itd.



Drrugi par zdjelica, sa ravnim dnom
i tijelom koje se #iri prema van (5 i
&), su oblika kojeg takoder nalazimo
na niza lokaliteta: mindjaturni primje-
rak iz Pristave pri Trebnjem je naden
u grobu s materijalom druge polovice
prvog stoljeda (Knez, 1969, T. 9, 8). U
Donjoj Panoniji javlja se u drugom
i u prvo] polovici tredeg stoljeda (Bru-
kner, 1981, tip 20), a2 v Hrufici, u dru-
gom i trecem stoljedu (Giesler, 1931,
i B

Tanjur (zdjela oblika Drag. 36 /1))
sa dva sacuvana jednaka barbotinska
vkrasa grozda i tronoina zdjela (7)
opéenito su datirani od sredine prvog
do sredine drugog stoljeca. Zanimljiva
je garnitura lonca i dwije €a%e, koja
daje naslutiti da je u loncu driana te-
kudina, ako to uopde shvatimo kao
garnituru. Medutim, i ostali keramicki
materijal koji je naden u parovima
kao da govori da su ovdje pohranjeni
dijelovi »servisas.

Lampica (11) je po svojoj izvedbi
prilitne sprovincijalnae, izradena i iz
lizanom kalupu, fto moezda govori o

dataciji u kraj drugog i u trede sto-
liece (Vikic—Belanéié, 1975, 53)

Uotljiva je rarlika izmedu kera-
mike u jami i one nadene u kampanji
1984. Ona se ispoljava ne samo u ma-
lim dimenzijama (usporedi tronoine
#zdjele na T. 51 onu na T. 19, 7, tanju-
re g T. 9 1 tanjur na T. 19, 4, xdjelice
2—3, 5—6), nego i u formi, jer na pro-
storu iskopavanom 1984, nisu nadene
posude istog oblika. Da i razlog le#i
u vremenskom pomaku izmedn ukopa
u jamu i Fivola na jugozapadnom di-
jelu ohjekta — iake su obje lokacije

Metalni nalazi, pronadeni tokom
istralivanja antickog arhitektonskog
kompleksa u Drenju, izradeni su od
bronce i Zeljeza I mogu se razvrstati
u nekoliko kategorija. To su, uglavnom,
predmeti sa odje¢e /fibule, predica/,
predmeti kuénog inventara /kljudevi/,
kuhinjskog /drika kaseroie, no?/ i sob-
nog /Sarka, rucka/, zanatski pribor [de-
ki¢/, dijelovi razlicitih oplata 1e éavli i
kuke, koji su pripadali samoj gradevi-
ni. Radi jednosiavnijeg sapledavanja
materijala i mjegovih blizih i daljih
analogija, za neke od predmeta predo-
feni su i crtefi u tekstu., Oni ne pred-
stavljaju rekonstrukeiju nadih predme-
ta, nego oblike bliske ovima iz Drenja
ili necke od osnovnih formi koje se na
njilh vefu, a doneSeni su u svrhu gra-
ficke informacije.

BRONCA

0d bronéanih nalaza, na prvo mje-
sto dolaze fibule. One su zastupljene
sa vsam primjeraka /T. 20, 1—&/ koii
prema obliky, spadaju u pet razlicitih
tipova, Cetiri od tih tipova odnose se
na luéne, a jedan na plosne fibule.

Debelo korodirani kinnad T. 24, 31,
nije mogude ni priblizno definirati: iz-
gleda da je odlomljen sa nekog veceg

predmeta, a njegov donji trapezasti dio,
ima originalni rub.

Komad presavijenog lima T. 24, 32,
sluzio je kao okov i zavrini ojalivac,
ali predmet koji je njime bio obostra-
no oblozen, na temelju oblika samog
lima, nije moguce odrediti.

Nejasno je i Cemu su pripadali u-
lomak sa kukasto povijenim uskim
trakastim dijelom. T. 24, 34, kao i ma-
sivni komadi Zeljeza sa pravilnim ili
nasilno probijenim otverima ili pak
sa naznakom otvora, T. 24, 36, 38, T.
26, 47.

Kod fragmenta na T. 25, 46, vjero-
vatno se radi o dijelu ostrice noZa, dok
bi komadi¢i lima na T. 24, 37, T. 25,
42—45, I, 26, 48, 51, mogli predstavlja-
ti ulomke vecih, grubljih metalnih po-
suda, kao &to su kotlovi i viedra.

Fa komade na T. 25, 39, 40, 44,
prema zakrivljenosti linije, moguce je
pretpestaviti funkeiju oplate odnosno
pjacivaca.

Kod preostalih Zeljesnih nalaza
radi se, sa izuzetkom izvijenih i ravnih
komada precki, razli¢itog presjeka /T.
26, 56—58, T. 27, 59—61/, o kukama
u obliku slova »Us, takozvanim prite-
gacama ili o njihovim dijelovima /T,
26. 52—35/ te o cavlima /T. 27, 62—
—70. T 28,0, 29.

Dufina Cavala, krede se od 43 do
128 mm i viSe. Glave su im uglavnom
nepravilne kruzne ili ovalne forme, a
kod nekolicine primjeraka cetvrtaste
su, firoko raskovane sa pravilno zaob-
ljenim kutovima /T. 28, 71, 73, 79/
Brizljivo obradene glave kod ovih zad-
njih, ukazuju na to da su bile vidljive
i donekle imale ukrasnu namjenu. Pre-
siek troa kod cavala, redovito je cetvr
tast. Veliki cavli sluzili su za uévrsciva-
nje tegkih drvenih konstrukeija i kat-
kad su im trmovi, od sredine nanize,
povijeni /T. 27, 67, 70/. Primjercima
na T, 29 86—91 23 94 ili nedostaju
glave ili se radi o Cavlima bez glave
odnosno  klinovima, keoji su takoder
imali éetvriast presjek. Primjerak na
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T. 29, 92, predstavlja manji klin sa za bile koridtene za ucvricivanje krovnih

Ma-
kom. Medu ¢avlima iz Drenja, ne po- nji ¢avli, sli¢ni onima na T. 27, 62, 63,
javljuju se oni u formi slova »Te«, krat- osim u stolarskom zanatn, sluZili su i
kog trna i Siroke glave, karakteristicni za zabijanje u zid, za vjesanje pred-
za krovne drvenc konstrukcije.

gace, poput one na T. 26, 52, takoder su 22, 25/.

Od 94 metalna nalaza iz Drenja, sedamnaest ih je od bronce, a sedamdeset
sedam od Zeljeza. Jedan dio bronéanih i dobar dio Zeljeznih nalaza, predstavljaju
dijelove i ulomke vecih predmeta ili odbadene komade, koji se ne daju poblize
odrediti. Od predmeta za svakodnevnu upotrebu, zastupljena je posuda i noZ za
domacinstvo (T. 21, 11, T. 22, 18), a od zanatskog pribora, kovacki feki¢ (T. 22,
I7) i, vierovatno, svedlo ili turpija (T. 23, 23).

Medu ukrasne ili odjevne osobne predmete, spadala bi igla (T. 20, 10}, ako
s¢ wistinu radi o ukosnici ili pribadadi za odjecu, zatim fibule koje takoder slu-
#¢ za pridedavanje odjede (T. 20, 1—8) e predica sa remena (T. 20, 9). Nakita, u
pravom smislu rijeéi, za sada nema.

Rucka i Sarka (T, 21, 13, 15), pripadaju namjeétaju, a od tri kljuéa, oba ve-
lika (T. 21, 14, 16), kori$tena su za otvaranje brava na vratima, dok je treci (T.
21, 12), mogao sluZiti za otvaranje kovéega.

Medu Zeljernim nalazima, najvie je ¢avala i klinova, priblizne trideset ko
mada (T. 27, 62—70, T. 28, T, 29), te nekoliko pritegada (T. 26, 52—53).

Sveukupni inventar melalnih predmeta, spada u standardne nalaze na loka-
litetima sa naseobinskom, civilnem ili voinom arhitekturom. S obzirom na veo-
ma mali dio terena, koji je do danas istraZen, on pokriva glavne sektore Zivljenja
u jednom naselju ili njegovom ogranku odnosno stambenom objektu, ¢iji karakter
i velidina jod ne mogu biti sasvim definirani.

Uotljiv je nedostatak poljoprivrednog oruda, ali isto tako i oruzja. Odsusivo
prvoga treba tumaditi kao privremenu posljedicu sluéajnih okolnosti usljed
nedovoljne istrazenosti terena, koja ne dopusta nikakve preuranjene zakljucke.

Nema nalaza koji bi bili specifiéni za vojsku, niti drugih karakteristiénih ele-
menata, a predmeti kao $to su nolfevi, ruCke kaserole, alat i druge, javljaju se
inafe podjednako i u civilnej i u vojnoj upotrebi. Opasaéi ukrageni okovima, koji
su sastavni dio muske odjede, ne mogu se opredijeliti kao izrazito vojnicki, jer
su ih mogli nositi i obi¢ni gradani.

U pogledu fibula, situacija je nesto drukcija. Primjerci &ak &etiri, od pet
tipova, predstavljaju fibule koje su nosili muskarci (T. 20, 1—3, 5—8), a samo
fibule tipa sa dva dugmetasta zadebljanja na luku (T. 20, 4), nosile su jedino
#ene. Osim toga, drzi se da su i jako profilirane i prstenaste kao i neki oblici
koljenastih t¢, naravno legionarske fibule, zaprave vojnicke kopée, jer ih je uglav-
nom nosila vojska. To bi, ujedno, bio razlog njihovoj krajnjoj jednostavnosti te
izostanku ili sasvim skromnom ukrasu na ovim fibulama. No, konaéno izdvajanje
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vojnih od civilnih kopéi, kao §to je sludaj s takvim nastojanjima i kod drugih
kategorija metalnog materijala, uvijek je riskantan potez, jer se ne temelji na
neprikosnovenim i obilno dokumentiranim arheoloskim potvrdama.

U odnosu na porijeklo pojedinog tipa fibula, moZe se izvesti slijedeca okvir-
na rekapitulacija. Domacim oblicima, pripadaju tipovi sa jednim ili sa dva dug-
metasta zadebljanja na luku (T. 20, 1—4) i njih se na ovem podruc¢ju mora ole-
Lkivati. Fibule ovog drugog tipa, po jedna na svakom ramenu, bile su sastavni
dio specifitne lokalne Zenske noSnje na noricko-panonskom podrucju. Koljena-
<ta fibula (T. 20, 6), iako oblikom nije izvorno vezana za nase podrucje, prema
nadinu konstrukcije i izvedbe spirale sa vanjskom tetivom, takeder zastupa ov-
dasnju varijantu, koju bi uvjetno mogli odrediti kao panonsko-podunavsku. Le-
gionarska fibula (T. 20, 5), predstavlja na ovom prostoru, donekle ili u potpunosti,
strani element. To je germanski oblik fibule, ali sa specificnoséu u konstrukeiji
spirale, koja je atipiéna za podrucje njegovog nastanka. Prstenaste fibule (T. 20,
7. 8), smatraju se opéenito rasirenim oblikom fibule, koji se ne veze za odredeno
podrucje.

Datacijski elementi, koje pruia metalni materijal iz Drenja, nemaju ujedna-
genu vrijednost. Zeljezni nalazi za datiranje nisu od veceg #znacaja, posto se uglav-
nom radi o oblicima, koji traju kroz itavo razdoblje carstva. Takav je slucaj na-
rodito sa orudem, ruckama sa namjestaja i sl., a 1 oblici kljuceva i sistemi brava,
veoma su dugotrajni.

Pouzdanije vremenske okvire, pruZaju bronéani nalazi. Sve tri fibule jako
profilivanog tipa, pripadaju ranijim razvojnim fazama i zastupaju forme, nasta-
le veé u prvoj tredini 1, st. Razdoblju nastanka pojedinog oblika, nuzno je dodati
vrijeme njegovog trajanja, kao i vrijeme trajanja odnosno nosenja samog poje-
dinog primjerka, Za navedene fibule tako dobijame raspon, koji jednim dijelom
mogze zalaziti i u 2. st, Dataciju varijante tipa sa dva dugmetasta zadebljanja, ta-
koder se od prve polovine 1. st. moie protegnuti do 2. st., kojemu pripadaju i
legionarska, a vijerojatno djelomicne i koljenasta fibula, dok prstenaste idu 1
3.1 4, st. Vremenski raspon, u koji s¢ mogy smjestiti hronéani nalazi, obuhvaca
tako sva Cetiri stolieca, ali potetno i zavrino razdoblje, ne mofe se precizno od-
rediti, Ovim datacijskim okvirima, odgovaraju 1 bronfana posuda i predica sa
opasacta.

Za jedan lokalitet, koji tek ofekuje da bude sistematski istrazen, a za koji
je ve¢ dokazano da ima dugi kontinuitet trajanja od vige stotina godina, metalni
nalazi pokazuju dosta bogatu raznovrsnost predmeta i raznolikost formi. U da-
ljim istrazivanjima mo?e se ofekivati pojava istovremenih il sukcesivno na-
stalih oblika, kao i onih kategorija nalaza, koji su za sada izostali.

P. Petru je Romulu ubicirao kraj Rib-
nice (2,5 km zapadno od Drenja s des-
ne obale Save), dek je pitanje smjcs-
ltaja preostala dva mjesta jos uvijek
nerijesenc (Petru P., 1961, 199), Neo-
sporno je da je nascobinski kompleks u
Brenju, zbog blizine ove prometnice i
rjeénog prijelaza preko Save, imao ve-
liki znaéaj.

Sava je u antici bila plovna do
Neviodunuma, gdje se nalazila i jedna
od luka. Rjecno pristaniste otkriveno
je i u Andautoniji, a na Sirem zagre-
batkom podruéju registrirano je i ne-
koliko rjeénih prijelaza koji su se ko-
ristili jo$ u antici, npr. kod Ivanje Re-
ke, u Trnju, kod Stenjevca, Podsuseda
(Gregl, 1984, 10) a i u Drenju. Ovaj pos-
liednji vierojatno je bio veza ceste uz
Sutht s pravea Emona — Siscia, kao

Ovom teremi iz smjera zapada, o
sim spomenutih, gravitirale su promet-
nice iz jos dvaju pravaca.

Intenzivno nasel javanje lijeve oba-
le Save ¢ini logidan nastavak koloniza-
cije Krskog polja, gdje je mogude na-
brojiti preko dvadeset nalaziSta nasco-
binskog znacaja (Petru P., 1962, 63).
Ova nada istrafivanja popunjavaju pra-
zninu koja je na karti antickih lokah-
teta postojala izmedu Dobove i Pod-
suseda i dokazuju kontinuitet rimskog
naseljavanja uz Savu, Ukazuju takoder
na nastavak najvaZnije vicinalne ceste
koja je sjekla Zagreb poprijeko od Iva-
nje¢ Reke na istoku do Podsuseda na
rapadu (Gregl, 1984, 11).

Dosadasnja istradivanja antike i»
meda Save i Brdovetkog prisorja po-
kazala su da je anticko naseljavanje
ovog podrudja rapocelo najviernjatnije
jos'u pryed lreding 1. st.onoe Na foal-
kazuju, osim najstarijes dosad prona-
denog novea (Tiberije, sonda 11, dubi-
na 70 cm), i ostali pronaden sitan ar-
heologki materijal (vidi zakljucke po-
glavlja Keramika i Metal).

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INTRODUCTION

In the place where the central European mountains descend to the Panno-
nian plain, along the corridor ‘carved’ by the Sava River, life Hourished in all
periods of human historyv. The valleys of the Sava, Sutla and Krapina Rivers and
the foothills of the nearly mountains and the northwestern part of Medvednica
(today the Zapresic district) possesses all the conditions necessary for the deve-
lopment of settlements:

Despite this, the region has not received any meaningful attention from
archacologists, although it certainly does not deserve this. This is indicated by
several chance finds from this region, among which are two stone axes found in
Brdovec, and one stone and one copper axe used in the neolithic and eneolithic
were found in Marija Gorica (unpublished). The hoard from Ivanec Bistranski
(Vinski-Gasparini, 1973, 180, Pl. 113) should be particularly emphasized, as to-
gether with the hoard from Miljana it makes up the IV® horizon of the late
brongze age hoards of northwestern Croatia which should be chronologically plac-
ed in the 10" century BC (Vinski-Gasparini, 1983, 662). Recently the Brdovec Mu-
seum bought two hollow bronze axes [ound during excavation of a gravel pit near
Savski Marof (unpublished); they would belong to the same horizon.

A simpulum (Archaeological Museum in Zagreb) belonging to the period of
roman colonization was found at the beginning of the century in »a Sava sand-
bank« near Brdovec. A simpulum is a scoop or ladle for liquids of a certain volu-
me measurement which served in cult services (burial rituals, for example) and
in ordinary life. The Brdovec example is made of sheet metal bronze, has a rather
special decoration and is broadly dated to the 17 and 2" centuries AD (Hoffiller,
1903/4, 115, Fig. 62;5; Radnoti, 1938, 97, 103, 104, Pl. XXXVIII:9).

It is pussible that the controversial statuette (rom Jablanovee which was
published twice and variously dated by J. Brunsmid (1898, 201: 1912, 189) is
also datable to this same period.

From 1983, when detailed field survey of this region was undertaken, to date
we have gathered much new data and located 27 new sites from various periods,
which will be presented on a separate occasion. However, the density of settle-
ment on the left bank of the Sava between the Sutla and Krapina Rivers in the
roman period and the size of the roman structures in Drenje and its immediate
vicinity induced us to state something more for this exhibition and to bring this
to date poorly investigated region to the attention of both the public and profes-
sionals in the figld,

In this introductory passage il is necessary to additionally note that this
catalogue is the result of the joint work of Rajka Makjani¢, MA (Pottery), Remza
Koifevic, MA (Metals), and the author, who has directed excavations at Drenje
since 1983.
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HISTORY OF THE REGION DURING THE ROMAN PERIOD

Although the vear 11 BC is considered to be the official dale of the esta-
blishment of the roman province of Pannonia by the Roman Empire, it is pro-
bable that 35 BC is the most important date in its history. In those years the
emperor Octavian moved on Hlyricum with a large army (8—12 legions). After
Caesar’s death, roman influence in Illyricum had been entirely lost, with the
exception ol several cities on the Adriatic coast. Defeating the Japodi at the end
of that vear, the Romans conguered a very important strategic point — Segestica
(Siscia, Sisak), which later served them as a base for lurther operations in Illyri-
cum. The pannonian tribes in the Sava valley were subjugated then, so that al-
though Tiberius completed the conguest of all of Pannonia somewhat later, the
presence of Romans along the Sava River is certain from the last decades of the
I* eentury BC.

That the conguest and establishment of Roman government in Pannonia was
not a fast, easy and simple task for the Romans is shown by the numerous clashes
with the indigenous population. One such rebellion in 12—9 BC, somewhere
between the Sava and Drava, was bloodily put down by Tiberius, who subse-
quently received iriumphal honors for these victories (Mascy, 1974, 34).

The last large conflict between the Romans and the Illyrian-Celtic tribes took
place from 6—9 AD in the period of the sreat Pannonian-Dalmation rebellion
(Bato's Rebellion). Three roman legions were slationed in Pannonia at the time
of the death of Augustus: the VIII Augusta in Poctovio (Ptuj), the XV Apollinaris
in Emona (Ljubljana) and the IX Hispanica in Siscia (Sisak). After pacification,
Pannonia developed relatively quickly, as Tiberius had already moved the roman
border to the Danube. The retention of Legio XI1II Gemina in Poetovio to just
before the end of the 1+ century AD could be interpreted as representing a second
line of defense for the roman limes. Tts lengthy retention in Ptuj could also have
been caused by the rebellions of the indigenous population, as was certainly the
case in Dalmatia, where Legio VII Claudia in Gardun (near Sinj) and Legio XI
Claudia and its successor Legio IV Flavia in Burnum (Ivofevei near Kistanje)
remained to the second hall of the 1% century AD. It is apparent that the Romans
did nol wish to leave this region without military control. With the removal of
Legio XIIT Gemina from Poetovio to Vindabona (Vienna), the last remnant of the
former Augusian defense system disappeared (Saria, 1939, 131}.

The romanization of Pannonia can be followed in its two waves: the first,
military, and the second, civilian. The latter began with the Flavians, at the end
of the sixth decade of the 1st century AD,

In the period of Trajan (98—117 AD), the number of legions on the Danube
was increased and the until then single province of Pannonia was divided into
two military vones: Pannonia Superior (Upper) and Pannonian Inferior (Lower)
(Map 1). Alter Trajan were Hadrian (117—138) and Antonius Pius (138—161), The
period ol their reigns was relatively peaceful in Pannonia, which enabled quick
development and represented the time of the most intensive romanization of the
province. During the reign of Antonius Pius’ successor, Marcus Aurelius (161—180),
the germanic tribes of the Marcomanni, Quadi and others broke through the
limes into Pannonia in 166 AD and seriously devastated it. In 171, Marcus Aure-
lius was again to be found on the Danubian border and even crossed the Danube
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anid established two new provinges — Marcomannia and Sarmatia. His son Com-
modus (180—192) changed these provinces to the status of allied states, returning
to the old system with which the Romans guarded their boundaries.

Commodus had no heir, and civil war broke out after his death. Lucius Sep-
timus Severus (193—211) was chosen as emperor; he came into power mainly due
to the help of the pannonian legions. Although during his reign in Pannonia it
was peacelul, the entire third century was full of crises and fights, which only
ended with the arrival of Diocletian (284—303) as emperor, He introduced many
reforms intended to strengthen the econemic and political state of the Empire.
One result of these reforms was a new division of Pannonia into four regions
(provinces): Pannonia Prima, Valeria, Savia and Pannonia Secunda (Map 2). The
reign of Constantine the Great {306—337) represented a continuation of Diocle-
tion's reforms. He recognized Christianity (313), which after the Council of Ni-
ceum became the religion of preference in the Roman Empire. Constantine’s st
cressors were not successful in preserving a united Empire; penetrations by bar-
barian tribes and infighting for power completely debilitated the Empire. After
the death of Theadosins (379—393), the Empire was divided into eastern and we-
stern parts, and although the vear 476 AD is considered the year of the fall of
the Western Roman Empire, this short historical review of the roman rule in Pan-
nonia may be ended earlier. This could be after the fall of the pannenian lirries
ca. 400, or perhaps after the attack of the Visigoths under Alaric in 403, or cer-
tainly to the middle of the 5% century, when the last traces of the administrative
structure of the voman state in Pannonia disappeared.

Let us return for a moment Lo the beginning n arder Lo note something about
the very sensitive question of the ethnic groups who lived in this region. The
main historical sources about the distribution of the pannonian tribes are Pliny
the Elder, 1** century, and Ptolemy, 2" century (Mocsy, 1959, 15). In addition to
the tribes which were known before the establishment of the province (Buoil,
Taurisci, Breuci, Andizioti, Amantini, Seordisci and Latobici), Pliny cites a whole
ceries of trihes which are mentioned for the first time in the Imperial period (Na-
turalis historia, book 3). A considerable number of tribes on his list have Latin
names, which led to the idea that these were new groups organized by the Romans
(Mocsy, 1974, 53). Some of these »news tribes received their names according to
the largest town near which they were found, such as the Cornates — Cornacum
(Sotin in castern Slavonia), and others from the names of rivers nedr which they
lived, like the Colapiani — Colapis (Kupa River). In terms of the seagraphical
location of our site, the most intergsting are the tribes of the Varciani, who are
considered to have lived in the region of the laler municipium of Andautonia (8&i-
tarjevo near Zagreb), and the Latohici, in the region of the municipium of Nevi-
dunum (Drnove near Kriko).

GEOGRAPHICAL LOCATION OF THE SITE OF DRENITE

The archaeclogical site in the village of Drenje is located at a height of
140 m above sea level, ca. 500 m from the junction of the Sutla and the Sava Ri-
vers. Insignificantly raised above the surrounding land, the site is located bel-
ween the northeastern foothills of the Fumberak-Gorjanski Massif on the south
and the southern foothills of the Brdovetko Prigorje on the northern side. It sho-
uld be noted that the site is placed in the narrow coridor (Bregicka wvrata) which
divides Kréko plain from the Sava Valley, the latter gently broadening towards the
east (Map. 2).

It is immediately apparent that the site is located in an important strategic
and communication point at a Sava crossing (Jesenice na Doljenskom-Drenje) and
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the crossroads of routes through the river valleys. This location represents a na-
tural connection between the Pannonian lowlands and the pre-Alpine or southe-
astern Alpine region. Its position in the centre of a fertile plain also undoubtably
determined the character of the site in the developed classical period.

There were no archaeological excavations in the Zapresic district until 1980.
In that year, the Brdovec Museum, in cooperation with the Archaeological De-
partment of the Philosophy Faculty of the University of Zagreb, excavated the re-
mains of a roman grave with several fragments of roman pottery in the courtyvard
of Milan Landrpet (I odvojak Savska 4, Javorje, Brdovec). Earlier, Mr. Landrpet
had given a roman vessel he found while digging in his garden to the Brdovec
Museum.

After that, the first trench excavations began in the village of Drenje on the
site »Goricas, where remains of Roman period structures had been found. Since
then, excavations have been carried oul every vear (except 1982), with the help
of archaeology students from the University of Zagreb. The first excavalions
in 1980 and 1981 were directed by Prof. Aleksandar Durman. Since 1984, the
Archacology Department of the Centre for Historical Sciences of the University
of Zagreb has also participated in the excavations of Drenje

Through field survey on the leflt bank of the Sava between the Sutla and the
Krapina Rivers, several new facts about the presence of the Romans in this region
were discovered (Map 3). We already know that in the immedite vicinity of the
structure excavated in Drenje there are at least three further structures: one 30
m north, the second 100 m WSW and the third 80 m to the east. Other than
these, 250 m to the north in the courtvard of Krsto Hulinac (Savski put 26)
at least three walls which extend north-south were found. Verbal questioning of the
inhabitants of Drenje elicited information about traces of roman constructions on
some other spots in the village, but this not been confirmed by excavation and
the surface situation did not permit certain identilication. However, the situation
is different at »Zadrugarsko« — a place name on the eastern edge of the village
(Map 3), where surface linds show that two structures ca. 200 meters apart were
located here. The same is true for the field of Stipe Mandic (Ivana Huline 28) on
the western edge of the village of Prudnice. '

Along with the already mentioned finds from Brdovee, the traces of a pre-
sumed roman road which are visible in the field of Joia Koprivick (I. Gregorica
23, Brdovec) between the railroad track Zapredic—Dobova and the road from
Zapresic to Dobova (Map 3) should be mentioned, The hypothesis that there are
remains of roman construction in the foundations of the parish church of St. Vid
has been proven to be true. According to information received from the parish
priest Mirko Cigrovski, during exavation of the church floor for a heating system,
traces of some earlier comstruction were found. The description of the [ill, the
stone and the separate bricks which had been excavated previously permit as-
suming that a roman structure existed here. All of these linds and indications re-
quire us to pay more attention to research into the roman period in Brdovec it-
self.
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This short review of the history of research into the roman period between
the Sava and the Brdovec Prigorje will conclude with two more large roman si-
tes. The first is located in the village of &ibica, immediately next to the right bank
of the LuZnica stream, cut in half by the railroad track from Zagreb to Ljubljana.
Excavation in 1984 (Plan 1) uncovered the probable remains of a villa (agricultu-
ral estate) which was once located here. The site is 60 m wide (this fact was un-
fortunately learned thanks to a sewage trench dug across the site) and in this area
we succeeded in registering nine walls built along N-S axes. Its length could be, ac-
cording to surface finds, between 120 and 150 meters, The very well preserved
floor in trench C (Fig. 1) indicates that on the northern side of the train tracks
the site is well preserved, particularly as the land on that side is higher than on
the southern side. Along with pottery, much other small archaeological material
was found. The majority ol finds can be dated to the lst and 2nd centuries AD.
Drawing 1 illustrates a fibula found in trench B. It is a bronze fibula of the shar-
ply profiled type, with a brown patina, 62 mm long. It 1s single part, with 3 coils
in both parts of the spring, It is missing the terminal part of the pin and the
wire axis of the spring. The fibula has all the characteristics of a type which was
produced in Siscin (Koscevié, 1980, 20). Similar examples from closed graves are
dated 1o ca. 70 AD (Mari¢, 1968, 36, Pl 21:400.

The sccond site, excavated in 1986, is Jocated not quite 600 meters from the
first house on the northern side of the village of Drenje. Since the field in which
it is located has nmo particular name, we called it Drenje-Ladué, as it is located on
the left hand side of the road which leads from Ladué to Drenje (immediately af-
ter the railroad crossing). Our [ear that it had been mostly destroyed by deep
ploughing proved to be anfounded (Fig. 2). The trench we excavated contained
two walls in a north-south direction and a preserved part of a hypocaust (Plan 2).
Compared to trenches in Drenje and Sibica, in this trench the amount of objects
found was very small (pottery and small finds). Only a few fragment of pottery
{mainly stamped grey ware} indicate a 1st-2nd century AD date. The size of the
site (200 % 150 m) and the height of the foundations (to a depth of 140 cIm)
lead to the conclusion that it may have been a very large and important structu-
re (Plan 2a).

EXCAVATIONS IN DRENJE

The first sixteen trenches were excavated on the land of Jure Pasaric (1. Jur-
mana 76), trenches 17 and 20 on the land of Stef Peri¢ (I. Jurmana 78), trench 18
on the land of Stjepan Hotka (Hotkova 11), trench 19 on the land of Viktor Hotka
(Savski put 21) and segment A in a Held of Vlado Hotka

In the first three years of excavation, 20 trenches were excavated (Plan 3)
which were dug to the depth ol the level of the foundations (Fig. 3). In the first
phase by following the walls it was attempted to establish the size of the struciu-
re (Fig. 4), or rather the general distribution of the entire site. But it became ap-
parent that the structure {or rather structures) had much larger dimensions than
was originally supposed. (Fig. 5). In 1984, with segment A we wore finally able to
establish to what distance the structure extends to the west and also its size. The
building is 95 % 45 (Plan 3), and its western wing leans on a wall with which it
forms a larger, as vet undefined, structure. Other than this western side, no single
side of the structure has been entirely excavated (particularly not the north),
but nonetheless the contours of the structure can be perceived. All the walls exca-
vated to date in Drenje were built in a similar manner and differ mainly in terms
of their width, which varies from 55—80 em. The single exception is the wall in
trench 9, which is both narrower (40 em) and shallower, and considering that three
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small coins were found in that trench (all Valentinian 1), it can be dated to some
later adaptations in the 4th century AD.

In the foundation trenches dug for the walls, a 4dcm laver of large river
pebbles was placed, which was 20—30cm wider than the wall constructed on il
The walls were constructed in the sopus incertume technique with a large quan-
tity of mortar, and the area between the two wall facades was filled with large
broken stones and gravel, also with abundant mortar, but of a rougher structure
than that on the wall facade (Fig. 6). The corners of the walls were built of very
regular dressed stone blocks (Fig 7). The walls were constructed of halfworked
stone (mainly limestone, more rarvely sandstone) and were mortared. The floors in
segment A were destroved, but their level could still be followed along the walls.
In trenches 17 and 19 (1983), floors were entirelv preserved and their manner of
construction was visible. Above a laver of river pebbles and large gravel there
was a 10—15cm layer of very coarse mortar with gravel, and that level was co-
vered with a 5—10cm layer of fine grey-white mortar. These two trenches were
significant because many fragments of wall frescoes (Fig, 8) and reliel stuccoes
{(Fig. 9) were found on the floor levels. The background of the frescoes was a dark
red colour decorated with floral ornamentation, garland and stripe motifs. These
designs were carried out in pale blue, green, vellow, ochre and white colours.
From the description of the frescoes in sMausoleum Il« from Draskoviceva Street,
it seems that these were similar, except for the background, which was lighter
on the latter site (Viki¢ Belanci¢, 1981, 149). In general, in the last third of the
I** century, frescoes in the settlements of western Pannonia copy the style and
follow the example of Ttalian ornamentaiion (Thomas, 1980, 308).

The relief stucco — row of eggs design (Eierstab) — very attractively made,
was found in various parts of the structure, which is not a common occurance
on the roman settlement complexes excavated to date in NW Croatia.

In trenches 17 and 19, a wall is visible which is entirely covered by a floor,
and thus two separate phases can be clearly distinguished (Fig. 10),

Other than mortar floors, there were mosaic floors in the structure as is shown
by the large quantity of grey square mosaic stone cubes excavated in segment A
In the same area, next to the western wall of the structure. one floor of flat slabs
and partiallv of round stones was found, which according to its stratigraphy (im-
mediately below the first layer) must belong to the last building phase of the
structure (Plan 3).

The many fragments of window glass found indicate that the building had
glass windows, and the remains of tubulae (roman hollow brick for the transmis-
sion of hot air) indicate that it had a heating svstem. Large column bases (120 %
* 120em; Fig. 11) discovered on the southeastern wing represent an open but
covered area which could perhaps have becn the main entrance to the structure.
The base of an interior column (disturbed; Fig. 12) excavated in segment A could
indicate a peristyle area such as could be expected in this tvpe of roman structure.
Five channels are visible on the plan of the structure. Four of them, located along
the walls, served for the drainage of rain water outside the residential area and
were uniformly constructed (Fig. 13), while the [ifth channel (in trench 16) is dil-
ferent. It is walled and covered by bricks (Fig. 13a) and drained water from the
structure and probably led to the central atrium area.

In conclusion, it should be mentioned that to date 730 m® have been cxcavat-
ed in Drenje. That figure is not significant, but if we consider that it represents
15% of the to date known extent of the site, it is apparent that it is not much
and additionally only 3% of the surface area has been systematically surveyed.
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POTTERY — THE EXCAVATION IN 1984

METHOD

The area excavated in 1984 was divided into 2 X 2m? quadrants. Al the
pottery found in these quadrants was gathered and numbered and the data filed
into forms with the following columns: 1. quadrant, 2. depth, 3. structure, 4. in-
formation on whether it is rim, wall, base or handle of the vessel, and, if possible,
2. description of the vessel (ie. bowl, platter, etc). Then the data were put into a
personal computer in order to number and classify the fragments.

As Tar as is known, this was the first time that Roman pottery in the Zagreb re-
gion was treated in such a way. Therefore, not knowing what kind of pottery
should be expected and in which quantity, even a brief work on the results re-
vealed some defects of the method:

1. It has become evident that just to number the fragments is not sufficient.
The pottery should also be weighed because of various dimensions of the vessels.

2 Tt is not noted what percentage of each vessel has been preserved, ie.
whether the material found was so fragmented that it could be called debris or
whether the pottery was still in use up to the abandonment of the site. In general,
most often verv small fragments were found, and that indicates that it was con-
lemporary (Roman) debris.

3. As the structure could have been a villa in use over a long period, we can-
not speak of its precise stratigraphy as there are no closed finds nor any basis
for the establishment of an absolute chronology. What is being studied is a very
small part of the whole structure, therefore the picture ol pottery thus obtained
will not correspond to the pottery from another (residential) part of the presumed
villa.

4. The fragmentary state of the pottery necessarily raises the question of
correct attributions to the types of vessels, hence the attributions were made on
the basis of composition and parallels with already published similar finds. An

entire series of bases of various vessels could not be atiributed to any definite
forms.

TYPES

The main classification was according to the fabric of the pottery. An excep-
tion is stamped pottery, ie. those fragments decorated with stamped ornaments
including all the grey and red coated specimens. This is the only group which is
distinguished according to ornament and not fabric. This shall be corrected and
the criteria will be made more uniform in the next excavations.

The types and quantities of pottery (100% — 7373 {ragments) are as follows:

1. Coarse, partly hand-made 59.54%
2. Orange and yellow 23.95%
3. Orange, red slip 8.97%0
4. Grev 5.11%
5. Grey, black slip 1.27%s
6. Eine (pottery with thin walls) 0.65%
7. Stamped 0.42%
8. Sigillata 0.26%
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1. Coarse pottery — easily recognizable, walls of the vessels are thick, clay
mixed with coarse pieces of grit and organic material which left holes in the
walls after firing. Three types can be distinguished within this group:

a) pieces with two-coloured and black section, huge white inclusions up to 5 mm
in diameter; the outside surface is vellow-red, red, brown, grev or black, in-
terior black;

h) the same as a), only with smaller inclusions (ca. 2 mm);

¢) the surface is very rough, black, inclusions are very small — such a fabric is
particularly characteristic of the tripod vessels.

2. Orange and yellow pottery — clay is mixed without larger inclusions, fine-
Iy ground and chalky, with glittering sand inclusions. Yellow pottery is more
characteristic of flagons and amphorae.

3. Orange, red coated pottery — clay is soft, finely ground, with sand in-
clusions. Two types can be distinguished:

a) orange clay with dark red slip,

b) light vellow clay with orange-red slip.

4, Grev pottery — this group consists of two types:

a) section and surface are identical, light grey, clay is either soft or of medium
hardness, inclusions are very small and the surface is rough,

b) clay is dirty yellow or light brown, hard, mixed with white inclusions; surface
is dark grey and glittering because of the sand added.

5. Grey, black coated potitery — appears in two types:

a) clay is dirty yellow, mixed with sand, surface is grey, painted black; paint is
mainly falling off;

b) clay is light grev or grey, hard, with very small inclusions or quite without
them, surface has a shiny grey slip.

Graph no. 1 shows the quantity of sach group of pottery by layer. As mention-
ed above, we cannot speak of strictly defined stratigraphy. The [lirst laver is to
the depth of 20 cm. Tiles for a »sumamer kitchenes were found in the southwestern
part of the excavated area. On their northern side they were bordered by stamped
carth full of ceramic fragments, in an area of ca. 16 m* (Fig. 14). Thus the pottery
Irom that area is presented as a separate layer, 20 cm deep.

Two lavers follow, each of them 20 cm thick. The layer from 60 to 80 cm has
been explored only along the southern wall in two quadrants.

The layer richest in pottery was the one immediately below the dirt floor, as
is evident on the diagrams: examples of most groups were most numerous in that
laver.

It is interesting that, while the guantity of most types decreases in deeper
layers, the quantity of the so-called »finex (table) ware (fine, stamped pottery and
sigillata) increases considerably in lower layers. This is not a coincidental pheno-
menon; spatial analysis shows that the types in question can be found on the
entire site in the laver between 40 and 60 cm, s0 it can be concluded that in lower,
and thus historically older, layers fine table ware is more frequent. Its frequency
in the lowest layer, the one between 60 and 80 cm, should be ascribed 1o the
context in which it was found. Most stamped fragments were found in the floor
of the room at the depth of 60cm.

Such a general and relative picture of the varving quantities of different
types can be explained in several wayvs. However, it is most probable that the
structure had another purpose at that segment. At a depth between 40 and 60 ecm
the remains of floors appear, very fragmented and damaged, which are not pre-
sent in higher levels. Also, coarser kitchen pottery found at a depth of 40c¢m
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suggests a new function for the room, which is at the 20 cm level partially defined
by a brick tile and ceramic floor which most probably served as part of a found-
ation for a mosaic.

Graph no. 2 shows the proportions of all types of pottery in different layers.
Down to the lowest layer coarse potiery is prevalent, and the percentage of other
sorts does not change much. But in the lowest layer one can see a sudden increase
of stamped pottery and sigillata, as mentioned and explained above.

An interesting phenomenon is the absence of table ware in the dirt floor at
the 20 cm level, as well as an exceptionally high percentage of coarse kitchen
pottery. These oscillations of ofinex pottery are also interesting because all three
»fine« groups hardly total more than 1% of all the pottery. Whether this is also
<o on other sites or whether the fine pottery is scarce due to the specific utiliza-
tion of this special area cannot be concluded due to the lack of any comparative
material.

FORMS

Within each group, defined according to the fabric, a typological classification
of the forms was completed. Terminological difficulties occurred here as well as
in defining the forms themselves from the fragments. The pottery was classified
as follows:

Pois — vessels with a neck; their diameters are smaller than their heights;

Dishes — in attributing fragments to a dish or a platter there were considerable
doubts and difficulties because of the undefined point at which a platter be-
comes a dish;

TJugs — on the basis of the preserved fragments of rims it was difficult to deter-
mine the difference between types of jugs and amphorae;

Lids — this type was also not always easy to define Because of fragmentary com-
ditions. Therefore, with specimens without preserved handles the attribution
was done on the basis of experience;

Tripods — a specific form of vessel, the attribution of which was not always
guite certain;

Platters — the same as above;

Cups — sometimes called flagons, but because the utensils in guestion were most
likely used for drinking, I thought it best to call them cups;

Pithoi — sstorage vessele would be a by far more adequate térm, but 1 kept pit-
hos for the sake of simplicity. The group consists of samples which, due to
their size, most likely had a permanent place and could not be used for co-
oking:

Amphorae — the same as jugs;

Graters — no sclassice grater has been preserved, ie. a vessel with the inside
deliberately roughened with sand and grit, but the wessels with a spout are
included here because they are equivalent in form;

Small bowls — very small specimens, in form cipnilar to dishes, but produced
in fine and stamped ceramie, and

Censers — the very form of these vessels determine their function.

Plate no. 17 shows small lamps not included in the statistics. Plate 13:17
shows a cheese-press, another example for which the function is quite certain.

Graph no. 3 shows the quantities of each form according to the layers. During
the entire period of the structure’s existence pots were undoubtedly most [requ-
ent. However, in the lowest layer, their percentage decreascs and is almost equal
to the percentage of dishes. An interesting fact is their absolute predominance at
the depth of 20 cm, ie. in the dirt floor around the tiles — for deliberately made.
dirt floors fragments of the coarsest, the most used, thus the most breakable pot-
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tery were used — while more scarce forms were not used for this purpose at all
(pithoi, amphorae, graters, bowls and censers). Another noticeable fact is a very
high percentage of jugs compared with an almost irrelevant number of cups, which
indicates certain drinking habits — either the cups were made of glass, which
seems improbable, or the pots and dishes were used for drinking, which is more
lilcely.

The percentage of tripod dishes as also high. The tripods indicate the way of
preparing the food, ie. they were undoubtedly used for cooking on an open fire
or live coals onto which a tripod was placed. If we accept such an explanation,
then the assumption that a ssummer kitchens was located in the excavated area
is secondarily confirmed.

Low percentages of stable« ware, ie. platters, cups and small bowls, can be
explained in the same way. For more precise determination we will have to wait
for material from other parts of the villa as well as from other sites.

1. COARSE POTTERY P. 1—6

The most frequent ware in terms of quantity (39.54 %), Clay was used in
the production of pots, tripod dishes and lids. All these forms were used in co-
oking, and the lids covered both pots and tripods. Within the group the percenta-
ge of each of these forms is as follows:

In the lower laver the number of tripods increases. This fact supports hypoiheses
that the tripod is an old form, known even before the period of romanization
(Viki¢-Belan¢i¢, 1962/63, 107: Bonis, 1942, 33).

Pots PlL. 1—3

Almost all the specimens have an oval body with a rim more or less everted
outwards, with a flat base and a brushed decoration performed rather carelessly.
This form appears in threc main variants:

a) The joint between the neck of the vessel and its body is gently biconical (P, 1).
Such a form is known in Ljubljana, from the Claudian-Neronian periad (Ples-
ni¢ar-Gee, 1977, 41).

b) The body is smooth, the rim slightly everted (Pl 2:5.11). An exception is 2:5
with its markedly everted rim:

¢) The rim is very everted, on the top it is either flattened (Pl. 3:3—7) or prono-
unced and slanted. Such an outline is known in Ljubljana, from the first half
of the 2nd cent. and in general in the Dolenjska region from the 1st cent, (Ples-
nicar-Gee, 1977, 41).

Although there are no standards of dimension, it can be said that smaller
pots were found, with the rim diameter between 12 and 18 cm, and some larger
with diameters from 22 to 24 em. The corresponding bases are shown on Pl. 4.

Rare and individual examples of pots of coarse fabric are shown on Pl. 3:8-15
The examples on Pl 14:13—14 have bumps on their necks and correspond
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to examples from the Claudian-Neronian period found in Ljubljana (Plesnicar
-Geg, 1977, PL. 4:8),

The pot on Pl. 3:15 is an inleresting one; it belongs to the so-called Averberg
type, which is generally assigned to the Roman army and is not usually found on
sites in southern Pannonia.

The type of pots with combed decoration falls into the Ist cent. and the
lirst half of the 2nd cent. (Bonis, 1942, 36; Plesnitar-Gec, 1977, 38—41; Vikic-Be-
lan¢i¢, 1962/63, 31, prolongs their existence up to the end of the 2nd cent.; Grii-
newald, 1979, 53, in Cornuntum, in the Claudian-Flavian period, etc.). Some exam-
ples from Drenje still bear on their exterior surface visible traces of pitch, so it
is not impossible that a combed decoration was used to make the pitch (used
because ol its waterproof qualities) stick better.

Tripod dishes Pl 5

Three (?) variants appear in Drenje:

a) Pl 5:1—10, 17 — the dish is deep, its rim drawn in to a sharp arch, thinned
in some examples; the ornamentation is brushed, or the body of the vessel is
divided by wide grooves (Pl 5:1—2);

b) Pl 5:11—12 — the dish is oval, its rim very everted, but it is not certain whe-
ther these forms are tripods at all;

¢) Pl 5:14 — the dish is biconic, its rim flatly cut and everled; biconical shape
may be a later innovation in this type of pottery (Vikic-Belandi¢, 1962/63, 108),
but the example from Drenje comes from a decper layer.

As mentioned already, the form of a triped dish is generally considered to
represent a pre-Roman form which spread in Noricumn and in some places in Pan-
nonia (Pahi¢, 1965, 44). In Ljubljana it was rarely found, but at Drenje a consi-
derable quantity of cooking ware is of this shape.

Lids PL 6

Most numerous are lids with a deep, curved body (Pl 6:1—6), with brushed
decoration, or with a flat body. Handles are cork-like and recessed.

2. ORANGE AND YELLOW POTTERY Pl 7—9, Pl 176

A whole series of forms was produced in orange and vellow clay which was
neither coated nor painted: pots, lids, platters, pithoi, jugs, amphorae, cups and
censers. The fragments of large massive vessels (pithoi and amphorae) are much
more numerous than those of smaller ware, therefore the percentage of orange/vel-
low pottery is rather high (23.95 %4). Without the fragments of these two forms
the percentage of orange pottery would be much smaller. Because of this dispro-
portion in the mumber of vessels and the number of excavated fragments all the
pottery should be weighed.

Pithoi P1. 7:1—4,

The only »classics pithos is Pl. 7:2 with a pitched rim; the body was, accor-
ding to the fragments lound, decorated with horizontal notches alternating with
wavelike lines. Brukner (1981, tvpe 1) dates them in the first two centuries
A.D. In Ljubljana they appear from the second half of the 1st cent. to the first
half of the 2nd cent. (Plesnidar-Gec, 1977, 45). The large pots on Pl 7:1—3 were
included in this category of storage vessels because of their size.

Pots PL. 7:4—5, 7, 11, 12

The examples 7:4—5 are smaller variants of the storage vessels, and 7:7 is a
sample of an surn with a cylindrical necks, dated generally in the first two cen-
luries A.D, (Gregl, 1981, 62).
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Lids Pl. 7:13—15, 9
There are two basic shapes of lids in orange clay:
a) deep body with protruding rib (Pl 7:13), and

b) more shallow, lightly rounded body with a strengthened rim and a corklike
handle.

Most probably 7:9 was also a lid.

The same forms were produced with red slip (cf. Pl. 11). These vessels have
not been dated, but Grilnewald (1979, 47) thinks that the shallower forms were
in use in the first two centuries, and Brukner (1981, P1. 130, 16) dates the type
with a protruding rib in the 4th cent.

Jugs Pl. 8:1—6, 11—12, 16

The form of a jug with one handle and a wavelike rim (8:1) is known from
Ljubljana from the second half of the lst cent. to the first half of the 2nd cent
(Plesnicar-Gee, 1977, PL 3:17—19), and also in Neviodunum (Petru S. and Petru
P.; 1978, Pl, 39:5).

A jug type with a markedly proliled rim was also found in Carnuntum, whe-
re if was in use from the middle of the 1st cent. to the middle of the 2nd cent.
(Griinewald, 1979, 43, Pl 29:1).

The bases of the jugs are presented on Pl 8:11—12, 16, and the profiles of
handles on Pl. 8:13—15.

Amphorae Pl 8:7—10

The rim 8:7 most probably belonged to the amphora type Dressel 6 B, dated
in the first two centuries. The example 8:9 may alse be a jug with two handles,
with a pronounced rim and a protruded strip under it, like those in use in Ljub-
ljana in the first years of Tiberius's reign and which did not continue beyond the
first century (Plesnicar-Gee, 1977, Pl. 3:31). Such early datation applies as well to
the example from Drenje found in the deepest layer of the settlement.

Cups PL 8:17
A small cup, made very roughly, with thick walls, used probably as a stopper
for an amphora.

Platters
In terms of form the platters made ol orange clay correspond to those with
red slip on Pl 9,

Censers Pl. 17:6

On the whole site the [ragments of only two censers were found — one at
the 60 cm level. the other in the laver between 40 and 60 cm. In the upper lavers
small lamps used for illumination were found.

3. ORANGE, RED COATED POTTERY PL. 9—I11@ 16:3—6

Orange clay, painted red or dark orange (8.79%s), was used in the production
of a whole series of forms:

Platters PL 9:1—9

Platters have flat bases, the walls are more or less slanted, the unpronounced
rim is pently to biconically curved inwards. Their diameter varies from 20 to
31.2 em. Most fragments were found in the layer just below the dirt floor (20 te
40 ¢m), but they were found in other layers too. This is the most characteristic
form of a Roman provinecial plaiter which appeared in the 15t cent. and existed
up to the 4th cent. Griinewald (1977, 39, 41) considers that the specimens with an in-
turned rim appeared c¢arlier, under the influence of the Italic form. These plal-
ters, painted red, can be found in Carnuntum in the Ist and 2nd cent. layers,
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Larger quantities of these platiers appear in Ljubljana in the Flavian period,
although they were known from the middle of the 1st cent. and throughout the
entire 2nd cent. (Plesni¢ar-Gec, 1977, 55).

Deep platters / Bowls Pl. 9:10—12

The rim is rounded and there is a groove beneath it. The fragment 9:10 pre-
served a biconic join with the base. No doubt this form imitates the sigillata form

Drag. 31. The diameter varies from 22 to 28 cm.

Dishes Pl. 9:13—15; Pl. 10:1—13; Pl. 11:1—3; Pl 16:3—b

Basic forms of dishes produced with red slip:

a) Dishes with lightly everted rim and grooves on the wall, or with a smooth
wall (Pl. 9:13—135); diameters from 25 to 31 cm,

b) Dishes with a horizontal rim, which may be smooth (Pl. 10:1—3) or wave-like
(Pl. 10:4—7) or sbuttony« (Pl. 10:8—10). A variant ol this form has a rim de-
corated with wheel-made notches (Pl. 10:5). The same forms also appear in
grev with black slip (Pl. 15}, but without the »buttony« variant. Rim diameters
are from 26.8 to 312 cm. Such dishes were frequently found in Neviodunum
(Petru S. and Petru P., 1978, PL. 53:3, 9, 18). They are rare in Ljubljana, so Ples-
nitar-Gec (1977, 39) thinks that they were produced in Drnovo. This is Bruk-
ner's type 4 and 4a, dated by the author to the 1st and first half of the 2nd
cent., also in red and black variants.

¢} Deep dishes with a rounded body and a coiled lip (10:11—12); rim diameter
176 or 274 cm.

d) A fragsment of a dish with a horizontal rib (10:3); it is not possible to deter-
mine whether it had a spout.

e) Dishes decorated with lines of wheel-made notches (16:3—6). Rims are diffe-
rently shaped: unpronounced (16:4), thickened (16:3), cut on the bias with
grooves on the outer side (16:5—6). Rim diameters [rom 22 to 26 ¢m. Most
of them were found in lower layvers. Their by far most numerous counterparts
are grey dishes, black coated, with notches (PI. 14). PL 11:1—3 shows possible
bases for the above vessels, although no example has been entirely preserved.

Grater FL. 10:14

Lids PL. 11:4—7

There are also forms without red shp, see above
Pots PL 11:8—9
This form can also be without a slip, see above.
Pithoi — large wvessels for storing food Pl 11:10—11
The example 11:10 is very finely produced of light yellow clay with dark oran-

ge slip, decorated with deep grooves; the example 11:11 is decorated with lines
of tiny cuts.

4. GREY POTTERY Pl 12—14

Although a whole series of forms was made of grey clay (5.11 %), forms with
horizontal rims are predominant.
Pots PL 12:1—8

Pearshaped pots with a horizontally laid rim which sometimes slants inwards
{12:5—8). Quite [lat bases (12:16—18) probably belong to this form too. Rim dia-
meter varies from 8 cm (small specimens may be drinking utensils) to 16 em. They
are equally distributed in all the lavers. Numerous varviants are known from
Noricum, the Rhine region and Pannonia (Griinewald, 1978, 57).
Tripod dishes (?) Pl. 12:9—12



Dishes with rims resembling those of the pots, with a wavelike or biconical
wall section, were perhaps parts ol tripods. Tripod legs in a similar fabric were
also found, but in a small number. The biconical shape of the walls would cor
respond to ¢xamples of biconical tripods from other sites (Vikié-Belanéié, 1962/63,
fig. 42, 7).

Pl. 13:1—8 shows the dishes which have a shape typical for grev stripodse,
but they are made of clay which has a light brown to brown section and a black
surface.

Dishes with a horizontal rim seem 1o be the favoured shape in many places
during the lirst two centuries A. D, (Grunewald, 1979, 57).

Other forms of pots PL 12:19—-21; Pl 13:159

The examples 12:19 and 13:15 are grey variants of the surns with a ¢ylindri-
cal neck« (see above); the other forms might have belonged to cups with handles
and bases as in 12:13—15. Grey fragments decorated with horizontal lines of dots
(13:9) are numerous, but none of their rims or bases have been preserved. Most
probably the form in question is a well-known type of pot with dotted notches
(Bonis, 1942, Pl. 14; Vikic-Belancic, 1962/63, fig. 30).

Drishes — fabric b) PL. 13:10—14

These dishes have a hall-rounded body, some examples have a biconical part
below the rim, while the rim is more or less everted outwards. The ringlike bases
(13:12—13) most likely belong to them. They are of very fine production, their
surfaces are burnished. They appear in the upper lavers.

Cheese-press PL. 13:17

A specially shaped stepped interior decorated with cuts and heles for [il
tration are characteristic for a cheese-press. The item in question was found dur-
ing the excavation of 1985 and is included here merely to demonstrate certain
activities in the structure.

5. GREY, BLACK COATED POTTERY Pl 14—15

The percentage of black coated pottery is small (1.27%), and the forms cor-
respond to some lorms of the red coated pottery. They ave all dishes, in several
shapes:

a) Dishes on a ringhke foot (?), decorated with wheel-made notches, without a
pronounced rim (14:1—9) er with a rim everted outwards (14:10), and with
a hall-spherical body. The rim diameter is either 26 em, or 16 to 20 cm. Not-
ches were made with a small wheel in two (?) lines; some examples also have
lines of notches on the base interior. Most fragments were found in lower
layers. Near Drenje dishes from the Claudian period were found (in Stenjevec;
Vikic-Belan¢i¢, 1962/63, 106), but they are more usual from the end of the 1*
cent. and in the first half of the 2*¢ cent. (Griinewald, 1979, 33). They are
frequently found in Drnovo, but a date from beginning of the 3" cent. may
be oo late (Petru 8. and Petru P, 1978, 40). However, these dishes should be
considered together with the dishes similar in form and fabric which in ad-
dition Lo decorative noiches also have stamped ornamentation (see above).

) Dishes with a semicircular body, with an everted and flat rim which is divided
by two wide grooves and has a wavelike cutting; most examples have a rim
slightly slanting inwards (Pl. 15:1—6). A biconical variant is 15:11. Rim dia-
meter from 24 to 332 cm. Most fragments were found in the highest, ie. the
latest layer (48%4); in the following layers the quantity decreases conside-
rably and in a lower layer (40—60 cm) fragments are again more numerous
(20%/s). Dishes of similar form, but with decorative wheel-made notches on



their wavelike rims (15:7—13), to which the above mentioned red example
belongs, certainly originated from the same workshops. Diameters range from
77 to 31.4cm. Most of them (although the total number is small) were found
in the lower layer.

Regarding the relative chronology, we can say that the forms developed from
the examples with thickened, sloping, notch decorated rims (15:13 — lound on
the floor level at 60 cm), subsequently the rim became larger and longer with two
wide grooves separated by wheel-made notches; leading to the undecorated
examples which are shallower and somelimes biconical, It is interesting that no
two decorated fragments were made with the same instrument, which also ap-
plies to the dishes with cut decoration on the walls.

As noted for the red dishes, the closest parallels come from DPronovo (Petru
§. and Petru P., 1978, Pl 53:3, 9, 18).

&. STAMPED POTTERY Pl, 16:1—2, 7—10

It has already been emphasized that red painted examples, grey pottery and
those examples with black slip are in this category. Their common characteristic
is their decoration — lines of notches and a stamp decoration. As to the shapes,
there are dishes with a cemicircular body without a marked rim (16:7—8) or
with a thickened rim and protruding rib (16:1) and smaller pots with variously
shaped necks (16:9—10). Two types of grey stamped pottery ¢an be noted:

a) Yellow-grey section, surface grey, finely ground, with sand inclusions, slip is
shiny, grey-black or brown-black, falls off.
Stamps:
1. Pine branch with a double central line, height 14 or 1L.lcm
2. Small wheel of two concentric circles, the outer with 18 bars, the inner
with 9 bars, diameter 0.80 cm (16:10)
3. Small wheel without a central circle, diameter 1.1 cm.
h) Grey fine clay, grey burnished surface.
Stamps:
1. $mall wheel of two contentric circles, the inner one is empty, the outer
has 18 bars, diameter 0.90 cm (16:9)
3. Pine branch without central lines, height ca. 0.6 cm (16:8).

Two samples of red coated stamped potiery have the following fabric: the
the clay is orange, colt, with tiny sand inclusions, the dark red slip is falling off.
Stamps:

. Pine branch with one central line, height 1.7 cm
2 Small wheel with smooth centre, diameter 12 em (16:1). A line of notches at
the base.

Stamped pottery is most numerous in the lowest lavers and on the floors at
the depth of 40 and 60cm.

- FINE POTTERY (Pottery with thin ‘walls) PL 17:1—5

Fine pottery was found in very small fragments and the total percentage is
almost insignificant (0.65"n).
Cups Pl 17:4—5

The clay is finely ground, yellow, surface has uneven orange slip-
Cups Pl 17:1—2

The clay is soft, yellow-orange, the slip is of bad quality, brown-red. Deco-
ration consists of zigzag grooves.
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These are probably fragments of scups with thin walls« as found in Ljublja-
na, but grey (Plesni¢ar-Gec, 1977, PI. 2:1, 2). There the cups were considered
northern Italian products from the first half of the 1* cent. (Plesni¢ar-Gee, 1977,
21).

Small bowl Pl 17:3

The clay is yellow, with no inclusions and with a brown-red slip which falls
off leaving a light orange layer. The upper part bears a barbotine ornament, in the
lower part there is a series of notches. It also comes from a northern Italian work-
shop. Such bowls are frequently found in Ljubljana, but also throughout Pan-
nonia, In Ljubljana most of them are found in tombs from the Claudian-Neronian
period, and they remain in use throughout the second half of the 1= cent. (Ples-
ni¢ar-Gee, 1977, 18). One specimen from Carnuntum is also known, Generally, they
are dated to the Flavian period (Griinewald, 1979, 35).

8. SIGILLATA PI. 18

Sigillata is least represented, in percentage (026%) as well as in number of
shapes.
Drag. 36 Pl 18:1—3

The examples on Pl 18:1—2 belong to the variant ¢) according to Gabler
(AAAH 30, 1978, 405). The example 18:1 shows the preserved part of a barbotine
ornament, a curl surrounding a lily, and 18:3 is the usual smooth variang
(Gabler's b),

Drag. type 36 is dated to the second half of the 1+ and the first half of the
2%% cent. A D, and it is abundant on all Roman sites. It was most probably produc
ed in northern Ttalian workshops; the fabric of the specimens from Drenje with
their slip in layers which falls off also indicates this. All three examples were
found in the lower and the lowest stratum.
Drag. 37 Pl. 18:4—5

Cerialisa vi, which belongs to Bernhard's group Il a (Germania 59/1981), most

probably from the middle of the 29 cent,

Pl. 18:5 — the foot of the dish Drag. 37.
LAMPS Pl, 17:7—9

Fragments of only five small lamps have been preserved, all of them the
type with the mark of the producer (Firma lamps). They were found in the upper
layers, 17:7 being the only fragment with an inseription, DESSI. Dessius was a
famous workshop in northern Italy, producing in the 2% cent.

GRAFFITI Pl 17:10 '
One of the fragments bears a graphic inscription of which only V/N2/INI...
has survived,
L

In working on the pottery excavated in 1984 a method was applied which,
in spite of some defects, led to the following conclusions:

1. Although at first sight particular layers cannot be strictly separated. we
can define the relative development of some forms of the pottery, Also, we can
guess about changes in the ways of cooking in the course of time (ie. the relation:
pots — tripod dishes).

2. Increase or decrease in the quantity of certain types of pottery indicates:
a) a change brought about in the course of time, but also
b) changes in the use of the structure.
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3. Taking into consideration all the pottery, a relationship between different
types of ware was established, and a special emphasis was put on the small,
almost insignificant percentage of the table ware. This absence could be a result
of the purpose of the excavated segment, as well as an indication of habits in
preparing and serving the meals,

4. All the pottery that could be compared with corresponding types on other
dated sites is dated in the first two centuries A.D., and most forms are dated up to
the middle of the 2% cent.

5. Without comparative material from other sites in the vicinity of Drenje,
from northwestern Croatia and Slovenia, possible workshops, absolute chrono-
logy, relations between different pottery, cooking and cating habits, etc., cannot
be discussed.

POTTERY FROM THE PIT — EXCAVATION IN 1983 — Pl 19

The material shown on Pl. 19 represents the only closed find in Drenje. It
is a pit {Fig. 15) in which the following pottery was found: one pot, two cups, four
small bowls, two platters and ene tripod.

Two small bowls (2 and 3) have rather thick walls, and no. 2 bears a stamp in
the quadrangle, unfortunately illegible. The letters: LAO/T/N// can be seen. The
form of the bowls with flattened, sloping and horizontally laid rims on a rounded
or biconical body and a ringlike foot is a form borrowed from the sigillata in-
dustry (Lud Tf). In slocale patterns they were also found on other sites, ie. in Ptuj
{Mikl-Curk, 1965, P1. V:4), Singidunum (Bojovi¢, 1977, No. 380}, elc,.

The other pair of small bowls, with a {lat base and a body widening out-
wards (5 and 6), has a furm which can also be found on many sites; a miniature
example from Pristava pri Trebljem was found in a grave together with material
[rom the middle of the 17 cent. (Knez, 1969, Pl. 9:8). In Lower Pannonia it ap-
pears in the 2" and in the first half of the 3™ cent. (Brukner, 1981, type 20), and
in the first half of the 3 cent. (Brukner, 1981, type 20), and in Hrufica in the 2!
and 3" cent. (Giesler, 1981, Pl. 52).

A platter/bowl of the form Drag. 31 (1) with two barbotine cluster ornaments
and a tripod dish could be generally dated from the middle of the 2™ cent, .

A set of a pot and two cups is interesting, suggesting that the pot served
for liquids, if we consider it as a set at all. But the other earthenware found in
pairs scems Lo suggest that pieces of a sservices were deposited there.

A small lamp (11} of provincial manufacture was produced in a worn mould,
suggesting a date in the end of the 2* and 3% cent. (Vikié-Belantic, 1975, 53).

The difference is evident between the pottery in the pit and the pottery exca-
vated in 1984. It becomes manilest not only in terms of small dimensions (com-
pare the tripod dishes on PL 5 with the dish PL 19:7, the platters on Pl 9 with
the platter PL. 19:4, bowls 2—3, 5—6), but also in the form, because in the area
excavated in 1984 vessels of the same form were nat found. Whether the reason
should be searched for in the temporal gap between deposition in the pit and the
settlement in the southwestern part of the structure — although both sites are
quite near each other — will be possible to say only after the material from the
entire area of the structure has been studied.

If we add to the pottery from the pit the handle of a bronze cassercle from
the 1+ cent. {see Pl 21:11) and a small platter for mixing cosmetics (12), not dated,
it can be concluded that the pit contained waste material which can be dated
from the middle of the 1" cent. to the end of the 3" cent. and that the material
was most likely deposited sometime in the 29 century,

METAL

The metal objects found during the course of the excavations of the roman
architectural complex at Drenje were made of bronze and iron and can be dif-
ferentiated into several calegories. They were mainly articles of attive (fibulae, belt
buckles), household equipment (keys), cooking elements (casserole handle, knife),
room equipment (hinges, handles), lools (hammer), parts of various plating and
nails ‘and hooks which were a part of the construction itself. Drawings of artilacts
are included in the text of this catalogue to make understanding the material easier
as well as providing analogies whether close or distant with other material, These
drawings are not reconstructions of the artifacts found at Dicnje, but rather
merely have shapes similar to those from Drenje or are some of the basic forms
related to them. Thev are presented as graphic information.

BRONZE

Fibula are the most common of the bronze finds. There were eight examples
(Plate 20:1—8) which according to shape belong to five different types. Four of
these tvpes are bow fibulae, and one is penannular.

Three examples (Pl 20:1—3) are of the strongly profiled type, characterized
by a button-like disc on the bow. These libulae represent an indigenous type ol
fastener which developed in the Pannonian-Norican region and with time spread
throughout the Roman Empire. The chronological period of the origin of this
type encompasses the 17 and part of the 2% centuries, during which its shape
passed through several developmental phases, and it continued to the 3 century.
The most numerous find of this fibula type — ca. 500 examples — comes from
Siscia, where the majority of variations were produced. The fibula from S$ibica
was probably made there (Drawing 1),

None of the three examples of the strongly profiled fibula type are completely
preserved, but their state permits fairly accurate determination of their variant
types. All of the examples have a rectangular shield above the spring and are
mainly distiguished according to the shape of the initial and upper parts of the
bow,

The fibula shown on PL 20:1 belongs to the variant type of single-part fast-
eners with a I0-coiled spring, an elliptically cross-sectioned flattened bow initial,
a nearly conical button on the end, and circular punch holes or hollows on the
catch-plate, or sometimes even an entire catch-plate (Drawing 2). These fibulae are
maost often found in Dalmatia and Bosnia and are dated to the first half of the 1%
century (Kovrig, 1937, 117, Pl. 5:49, P1. 23:2; Mari¢, 1968, 36, PL 20:1, 2, 23, 24),

The fibula shown on Pl 20:2 is also a variant of the one-part type. The number
of coils in the spring varies, but most commonly there are eight. The initial part
of the bow is entirely flat and is often facetted on the exterior surfaces, the final
element of the leg has a button form, and the catch-plates have the same three
variants as for the previous type (Drawing 3). Our example either had a solid
catch or only one circular perforation, and the surfaces of the initial and upper
parts ol the bow were smooth. Similar examples are often found in continental
Croatia and in Slovenia, as well as in Dalmatia and Bosnia. This tvpe is dated to
the early 17 century, to the first two decades AD (Petru 8., 1972, PI. 25:26, Pl. 37:1:
Kovrig, 1937, 116, Pl. 5:42; Mari¢, 1968, 36, Pl 20:57).

Judging by its preserved elements, the fibula illustrated on PL 20:3 is closest
(o the variant which has both single and double part forms. The spring has eight
o ten coils, the initial part of the bow is flattencd and its surface, as well as the
surface of the wide upper part of the bow, has long facettings (Drawing 4). This
variant is chronologically identical to the preceeding one and other than in its
native Pannonian-Norican region, it is often found in the Danube basin. More out-
standing examples of this form can have tiny sigzag engraved decoration (Patek,
1942 93, 96, PL. 4:34; Kondid, 1961, P1. 1:7—8}.

The fibula on Pl 20:4 helongs to a type with two buttonlike discs on the
bow. which alse had its source in Noricum and Pannonia, approximately contem-
poraneous with the preceeding type. These fibulae are most concentrated in their
native area and are very rarely found outside it They are usually of very large
dimensions, as is shown by examples found in Novo Mesto, Dinove, Ljubljana,
Sisak. ete.. In the later phase of development, in the form in which this type
spread far bevond its native region, the catch plate took the shape of a [rame
as there was a large triangular perforation in it The exteremely poor preservation
of the example on Pl 20:4 makes it difficull to precisely determine te which
varant it belongs. However, according to the similar placement of the discs as
well as the linear piece of sheetmetal on the crushed catch-plate — the remains
of a partition between the decorative holes — it is most probably Garbsch A236a/
/4 (a onepart fibula with a spring of B coils, a flattened bow head and catch:
plate with stair-like holes: Drawing 5) ‘which is chromologically placed in the [lirst
half of the 1* century {Garbsch, 1965, 270

The fibula illustrated on PL 20:3 represents a simple type ol single-part fast-
cners with a parallelogram shaped catch-plate, and a decoiled spring. In contras|
1o all the other bow fibula from Drenje, which have only the spring preserved,
this is the only one with a preserved inner axis (Drawing 6). This is an example
of a functional fibula of the legionary type. Iis region of origin was the Rhine
valley, and it appeared in the second half of the 1% century, but was most popular
in the lirst hall of the 291 century, Outside of Germania and Gallia, they are very
rare (Bohme, 1972, 93, PL 3, 4). In Croatia this type of fibula is known from Siscia,
where examples of rare variants with sharply angled bows were found (KoSevid,
1980, 26, Pl. 25:202, 203, 205, 206). The Siscian legionary fibulac have an interior
axis, but like this example [rom Drenje, in several cases they differ in one detail:
in place of 4 coils, as examples of this type from Germany and France have re
gularly and without exception, there appear an odd number of cither three or
Five coils in the spring. During production of these fibulae, one of the coils was
left out or, respectively, added. This deviation does nol seem of any great signifi-
cance for furming hypotheses about the production of legionary type fibulae,
although these wire fibulae could be produced in a very modest worlkshop. How-
ever, changing the number of coils in the spring nonetheless vialated the original
construction. Similar anomalies could be indicators for the taking over of a
fibula form, during production of which some details are accidentally neglected
since the type had no roots in the region of production.

Last among the arched bow types, fibula PL. 20:6 belongs to the knee-shaped
type of fibula. This is a long lasting and broadly distributed type with nume-
vous variants and variations, which are mainly dated to the 2nd century and
sxtend to the 37 century, but then, pushed out by other shapes of fibulae, it
was already on the decline (Bohme, 1972, 111, Pl. 6, 7). Kneeshaped [ibulae
are two-part, the bow is bent like a knee, the bow extension or foot is widened
and flat on the end or has a button end, and the number of coils in the spring
varies considerahly. The catch-plate is placed lengthwise, but is high and nar-
row, and the shield above the spring is fan shaped and is often decorated with
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liny zig-zag etching or rows of impressed squares. Similar variants are found
in Germania and Pannonia and the essential difference between them is in the
construction: germanic examples have an inper or lower axis (Drawing 7) and on
pannonian and norican examples, the axis is on the outer or upper side of the
spring (Drawing 8), On the latter types, the surface may be facetted along the
length, There as also a variant of knee-shaped fibulae where the spring is partially
or entirely enclosed in a2 metal cvlinder (Drawing 9). The fibula from Drenje
shows mixed but also some contrary elements, and thus there are no completely
appropriate analogies, It is closest to the varian| with a square shield which more
or less covers the spring (Drawing 10). On the example in guestion, the shield js
very weakly expressed, and the barely indicated terminals reach only to the axis
on the spring, Knee-shaped fibulae with reciangular shields, as compared to
other variants, are quite searce. They have been found in Belgrade and Vrsac in
large numbers with small shields, but their form and leg ends are differently
shaped and they have smooth exterior surfaces. They are dated to the 3+ century
(Bojovi¢, 1983, 56, Pl 21:191—198. Pl 22:199, 202, 203: Kondic, 1961, 205, Pl. 5:43).
Fibulae of similar appearance should probably be connected to the Danube basin
area.

The fibulac represented on Pl. 20:7—8 are flat penannular brooches with
tubular turned-up rolled terminals. Penannular brooches are closely related to the
omega fastener type, which also has open terminals, but they are bent backwards
and are often decorated. especially the smaller examples. Both types appear in
the La Tene period and represent long lasting shapes which continue without
changing their appearance ih roughout the entire roman peried. Depending on the
dimensions, thev could have been worn as cloak fasteners or as belt buckles
(Drawing 11). These brooches can be dated to a quite leng period, the 394t cen.
turies (Ettlinger, 1975, 133, Pl 15:14; Béhme, 1972, 336, PI. 31:1226, 12275,

Rectangular belt buckles, like that on PL 20:9 are rare, as oval buckles were
much more popular. They are dated mainly in the second half of the 3 and in
the 4 centuries (Intercisa 17, 460, Abb. 100; Bullinger, 1969, 63).

Wide leather belis, characteristic for the late roman period, were richly or
namented with metal buckle plaques, decorated in a specific technique giving the
effect of engraving, of which some had the fuhction of stiffening the leather. The
terminal buckle plagques on the folded part of the belt, the so-called belt tongues,
besides being decoration had the function of holding the leather in a tight posi-
tion. Tt is rightfully suggested thal some of these luxurious belt sets, like bulb-
-shaped fibulae which is the leading and almost only type of fibula in the 4%
century and sometimes appears as a set with the belts, were connected to the
social status of a state official, and in the military sector if they did nof actually
mark a specific rank they certainly indicated it.

Rectangular belt buckles with relief decorated corners ordinarily had a dou-
ble pin and appeared on belts with plagues in the form of propellers and tongue-
-like amphora forms as a combination belt set, as has been documented by con-
crete finds (Drawing 12), but they could have been part of a set with differently
shaped and decorated belt huckle plaques. The belt buckle illustrated on P 20:0
has a modest decoration on the strengthened and flat corners, carried out in a
bevelled style with wedge shaped grooves, while the double flat plaque served 1o
attach the buckle to the belt. Its upper side was decorated with the standard en-
graved lines. According to the dimensions of the belt plaque and the appearance
of the buckle, it is possible io establish that it was a narrow belt and that it did
not belong to the class of belt with an already completely developed stvle of deco-
ration.
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Of a bronze casserole, a very old and widespread shape of vessel, only a han-
dle was preserved (Pl. 21:11). A casserole is a deep vessel with a flat or rounded
bottom, with a long horizontal handle, used for cooking and for serving drinks.
The main workshops lor bronze vessels, including casseroles, were located in
southern Italy and Gallia, and examples found in our region were imported from
those regions and probably also from northern Italy. In the earlier period, mainly
st century, they were of southern Italian production, They are better proportio-
ned, lighter and more finely worked, particularly examples from the Capua works-
hops. Gallian casseroles are bulkier and more roughly made, and were produced
in the 2nd century. As a type ol vessel, casseroles extend into the 3rd century and
perhaps longer. Through stamps present on some casscrole examples the names
of :}?ﬁeml italian and gallic craftsmen who made them are known (Radnoti, 1938,
11 i

The original exterior edge of the handle (PL 21:11) has not been preserved,
but a smooth double groove ran along the edges, while there was probably a wi-
de beaded track arcund the inner opening. According to the shape of the opening,
the handle belonged to a type ol casserole which was generally the most widely
distributed and most frequently found in Pannonia (Ulbert, 1959, PL 23:9—10;
Idem, 1969, PL. 37:12; Radnoti, 1938, 50 ff., PL. 3, 4, 21, 22). It is characterized by
a round opening on the handle plate, and either deep or shallow vessels with or
without fingerlike bases on the exterior bottom surface (Drawing 13). As our
example is extremely poorly preserved, it was not possible to find any traces of
the remains of a stamp mark, and hence it was impossible 1o determine the exact
type and at which workshop it was produced. The diameter of the circular plate
originally measured 50—60 mm, but further proportions (length of the handle
and the angle of attachment) are not possible to reconstruct. The ratio of the
opening size to the plate agrees with the standard type but the length of the han-
dle varies from type to type. The vessel to which this handle was attached pro-
bably was not lar removed in shape from the well known casserole from Suréin,
which has the stamp of a craftman from Capua (Radnoti, 1938, 53, PL 21:2), and
could be dated to the period from the second half of the st century onwards.

Other bronze malerial was found at Drenje: one open ring of smooth wire
(Pl. 24:29), one bent piece of a sheet metal band (Pl. 24:30), pieces of massive slahs
of various thicknesses (Pl 24:35; Pl, 26:49, 50) and lwo picces ol thin sheet metal
(Pl. 24:33; PL. 25:41). The two latter finds, now detormed and not complete, werc
parts of a thin metal sheeting which covered a2 wooden surface and were fastened
with nails.

IRON

The iron finds from Drenje. excepting a few artifacts, were worse preserved
than those of bronze, as iron in general is more susceptible to decay.

The long ohject on PL 20:10 with 4 parallel lines on the upper thicker end
is probably a pin, covered with a layer of corrosion. The shape cannot be comple-
tely distinguished, especially the appearance of the head and other possible deco-
rations, which are important for determining the type. In its present state of pre-
servation, we can hypothesis a simple form of pin with a circular head which was
in use from the ecarly roman to the late imperial periods (Walke, 1965, 54, FL 102:
15—22), but were more often made of bone or bronze. From the length of vur exam-
ple it could either be a hairpin or a pin for clothing.

Of three keys (Pl. 21:12,14,16), two were to locks with bolts, which were also
iron. Such keys (PL 21:14, 16) represent early and middle roman shapes, and in
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terms of keys generally, are the types most commonly found on roman sites (Wal-
ke, 1965, 59. P, 123: 1—12).

The small key shown on PL 21:12, with a tubular hollow, seems 1o have be-
longed to a turning lock (Ulbert, 1959, 77, PL. 28:25, 26) but is apparently incom-
plete, missing the quill shaped extension. This second type of key is rarely found
and there are no analogies for the shape.

The handle (Pl. 21:13) and hinge (Pl. 21:15) represent metal functional paris
of wooden furnishings (Walke, 1965, 61, PL. 134: 7—10, Pl. 135:1: Intercisa II. PI.
52:8). The simple handie, with engraved wavy lines and a conically shaped button-
-like end on the bent terminal, included a hook for fixing into wood and was pro-
bably mounted on a drawer or chest. Similar handles are usual finds on larger
settlement sites. They are dated to the first and second centuries, but continue
to the 3rd century and even longer.

The three part hinge (Pl 21:15) with long spurs for driving into wood could
have held the doors of a wardrobe or the cover of a trunk. Such hinges were pro-
duced in bronze as well as iron,

Knives, as a basic evervday utensil, are generally standard finds, but their
shapes vary considerably (Ulbert, 1959, 76, Pl. 28:1—15; Idem, 1969, Pl. 49:4:
Idem, 1981, P1. 25:243; Walke, 1963, PL. 119:14; PL. 121:2). They are divided into
lwo groups according to the form of the blade. The knife on Pl 22:18 is closer to
knives with straight blades, and its insignificant bend shows a curve opposite
fo the knives with rounded blades, but among known examples there is no direct
analogy for this knife.

The object similar to an axe (Pl. 22:17) is a smith's hammer. These types of
hammers appear in e¢arly roman fortifications on the limes and in settlements,
but during the course of the entire imperial period they keep the same shape. In
some unimpertant details the celtic-germanic types dilfer from the roman varie-
ties, but the basic form is always the same. The example from Drenje holds to a
line close to the roman-provinecial blacksmith tradition (Pietsch, 1983, 25, Pl. 6:96;
Ulbert, 1969, Pl, 48:23).

The object on Pl. 23:23 is probably either a device for boring, a drill, an awl
ar even a circular file, but the corrosion deposit and the broken ends do not per-
mit exact identification. The basic shape of the object would nonetheless indicate
one of the above purposes (Pietsch, 1983, PL 12:260, 292: Ulbert, 1981, Pl 26:286;
Walke, 1965, Pl. 128:18).

The incompletely preserved object on Pl. 23:22 also has no analogy in terms
of form among the known types of craftwork tools, If the lower edge, where it is
broken, bifurcated into two thorns, then in terms of the shape of this part it
would be somewhat reminiscent of a tool for removing nails (Pietsch, 1983, Pl
17:425).

The picces illustrated on PL 22:19—21. two bent triangular pieces of thick sheet
metal and a bar which widens at the lower end, cannot be identified with any
certain tool or its parts.

The deformed piece with a circular opening (Pl. 23:24) probably represents
the terminal part of the handle of some tool.

The bent bar with two long extensions (Pl. 23:25) served either as a hook at-
tachment (similar to that on the handle on Pl. 21:13) or one of the elements of a
hinge.

The piece of thick wire with a loop on one end (Pl 23:26) appears to be a
hook or a nail which has a knot in place of a head (Walke, 1963, PI. 129:25).
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Both wire loops illustrated on Pl 23:27, 28, of which no. 27 was strengthened
by a row of coils (noose), served for exerting pressure or belonged to some larger
and more complex object of unclear purpose.

The thick corroded object on Pl. 24:31 cannot even approximately be defined;
it seems that it was broken off of some larger object. Its lower trapezoidal part
preserves the original edge,

The fragment of bent sheet metal (Pl. 24:32) served as a plague and terminal
strengthener, but the object to which it was attached on both sides cannot be de
termined only on the basis of the shape of the sheet metal.

It is unclear to what object the fragment with a thin hooked banded end be-
longed (Pl. 24:34), as is the case with the massive pieces of iron with regular, vio-
lently perforated or merely designations for holes (Pl 24:36, 38; Pl 26:47). The
fragments illustrated on Pl. 25:46 are probably parts of the blade of a knife, whi-
le the sheet metal fragments on PL. 24:35, Pl. 25:42—45 and Pl 26:48, 51 could
be remains of large coarse metal vessels such as kettles or buckets. According 1o
the curve of their lines, the fragments on Pl 25:39, 40, 44 could have had the func.
tion of plating or a strengthener.

The remaining iron finds, with the exception of bent and straight pieces of
bars with various cross-sections (Pl. 26:56—58; Pl 27:59—61), were composed of
hooks in the shape of a »U«, so-called tighteners or their parts (Pl. 26:32—55) and
nails (Pl 27:62—70; Pl. 28; P 29).

The length of the nails ranges from 43 to 128 mm. The heads are mainly ir-
regularly circular or oval, but several examples are square, lorged widely with
regular rounded corners (Pl 28:71, 73, 79). The carefully worked heads of these
latter examples show that they were visible and to some extent had a decorative
purpose. The shank of the nail had a square cross-section. The large nails served
for securing heavy wooden constructions and sometimes their shanks were bent
perpendicularly from the centre (Pl 27:67, 70). The examples on PL 29:86—91,
93, 94 are either nails without heads (spikes) or are missing their heads and also
had square cross-sections, The example on PL 29:29 is a smaller spike with a flal
square upper end. Nails in the form of the letter T, with a short shank and wide
head, characteristic for wooden roof construction were not found among the nails
from Drenje. Staples, such as the one on Pl. 26:52 were also used for securing
roof beams (Ulbert, 1969, Pl. 15:11, 15). Smaller nails, similar to those on Pl. 27:62
—463, in addition to being used in the carpentering trade, also served for hanging
objects on the wall, etc. (Intercisa II, 373, PL. 70:22, 25).

Of 94 metal finds from Drenje, 17 were bronze and 77 were iron. A part of
the bronze and a large part of the iron objects were segments and fragments ol
larger objects or discarded pieces which cannot be defined further. Of objects for
everyday use, there were a vessel and a knife for household uwse (PL 21:11; PL
22:18), and of craft tools, a smith's hammer (PL 22:17) and probably a bore or
file (P1. 23:23).

Among decorative personal effects are included a pin (Pl. 20:10) either a hair-
pin or a clothing pin, fibulae which served to hold clothing in place (Pl. 20:1—8)
and belt buckles (Pl. 20:9). Jewellery, in the true sense of the word, has not been
found to date.

A handle and a hinge (P1. 21:13, 15) were part of furniture, and ol three keys,
both large ones (Pl, 21:14, 16) were used for opening locks on doors, while the
third (Pl 21:12) could have been used for opening a chest.
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Among iren finds most numerous were nails and spikes, approximately 30
pieces (Pl 27:62—70; Pl 28; Pl 29), and several [rame supports or staples (P, 26:
52—55).

The entire inventory of metal material falls into the category of standard
finds from sites with settlement, civil or military structures, Considering the very
small part of the site excavated to date, it covers the main dwelling sector in a
settlement or a part of it or even a residential structure whose character and size
cannot yet be fully defined.

The lack of agricultural tools is visible, as is the lack of weapons. The absen.
ce of the former should be infepreted as a temporary result of chance circum-
stances resulting from the insulficient siate of investigation of the site, which
does not permit any premature conclusions.

There are no finds which would be specifically for the military nor other
characteristic elements, and objects such as knives, casserole handles, tools, etc.
appear equally in civilian and military use. Belts with decorated plagues, an inte-
gral part of male attire, cannot be defined as explicitly military as they could have
been worn by ordinary citizens.

The situation in terms of fibulae is somewhat different. Four out of five ty-
pes represent fibulae worn by men (Pl 20:1—3, 5—8), and only the fibula type
with two button-like discs on the bow (PL 20:4) was worn exclusively by women,
Other than that, it is considered that strongly profiled and penannular fibulae,
as well as some tvpes of knee-shaped and, of course, legionary libulae were milita-
ry fibulae, as they were mainly worn by soldiers. That could be the reason for
their total simplicity and the absence of, or only modest decoration, on these li-
bulae, However, to delinitely distiguish military from civilian fibulae is always
a risky move (as is the case with such efforts for other categories of metal ma-
terials) as it is not based on inviclable and abudant documented archaeological
confirmations,

In terms of the origin of individual tvpes of fibulae, the lollowing general
recapitulation can be made. Native shapes are the types with one or two bulton-
dike discs on the bow (Pl 20:1—4) and they should be expected in this region.
Fibula of the latter type, worn one on cach shoulder, were an integral part of a
specific female attire in the Norican-Pannonian region. Although knee-shaped fi-
bulae (Pl 20:6) in terms of their shape were not tied to this region in terms of
arigin, according to the manner of construction and the execution ol the spring
with an exterior axis represented on this variant, they could be conditionally defined
as pannonian-danubian, Legionary fibulae (Pl. 20:5) are to some degree or com-
pletely an alien element in this region. It is a germanic shape of fibula, but with
specific elements in the spring construction which are atypical for the region
where it originated. Penannular fibulae (PL 20:7, 8) are considered a generally
widely circulated shape of fibula which is not connected to a particular region.

The elements for dating offered by the metal material from Drenje are not of
equal value. Tron finds are not of great significance for dating as the shapes main-
Iy continue throughout the entire imperial period. That is particularly the case
with tools, furniture handles, and so forth, and kev shapes and lock sysiems are
extremely long lasting.

Bronze finds offer a more reliable chronological framework. All three fibulae
of the strongly profiled type belong to the earlier developmental phases and are
forms which originated as early as the first third of the Ist century. It is necessa-
ry to add the period of existence to the period of origin of individual shapes, as
well as the period of existence or rather use of individual examples. For the abo-
ve fibulae we thus get a range which can in one part extend into the 2nd century.
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The dating of the variant type with two buttonlike discs can also be extended
from the first half of the 1st century to the 2nd century, while penannular brooc-
hes are from the 3rd and 4th centuries. The chronological range of the bronze finds
thus encompasses all four centuries, but the beginning and ending periods can-
not be precisely determined. This dating framework also applies to the bronze
vessels and belt buckles.

For a site which has not yet been systematically excavated and has already
shown that it has a long continuity of several hundred years, the metal finds show
a fairly rich variety of objects and diversity of form. In further research, the
appearance of contemporary or successively originating shapes, as well as those
categories of finds which are presently absent, could be expected.

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CONCLUSION

The most important transportation routes which crossed this part of Croatia
in the Roman period are noted in historical sources (Tabula Peuntingeriana, Inti-
nerarium Antonini) and it is possible to reconstruct with considerable ACCUTACY

their positions. These are the routes Poetovio (Ptuj) — Andautonia (S¢itarjeva)
— Siscia (Sisak) and Emona (Ljubljana) — Neviodunum (Drnovo near Ersko) —

Siscia. The latter road is much more interesting for us, as it passes in the imme-
diate vicinity of Drenje, ie. on the right bank of the Sava dlong the last foothills
of the mountain massif of Zumberak-Gorjanci. The classical sources mention the
names of places located on these roads, and on the segment from Neviodunum
to Siscia three are noted (Map 3):

NOVIODUNI

ROMULA mas X
QUADRATA mip. XIV
AD FINES mp AV
SISCIA m.p. XX

P. Petru (1961) placed Romula near Ribnica (2.5 km west of Drenje on the
right bank of the Sava), while the question of the location of the remaining two
stations is still unresolved. It is indisputable that the settlement complex at Drenijc,
because of the closeness of this route and the ford across the Sava, had great im-
portance.

In the classical period, the Sava was navigable to Neviodunum, where one of
the harbours was located. The river dock at Andautonia has been discovered, and
in the broader Zagreb region several river crossings have heen found which were
used in the Roman period, such as those near Tvanja Reka, in Trnja, at Stenjevec,
al Podsused (Gregl, 1984, 10) and in Drenje. The latter probably was the connec
tion point of the road from the Sutla valley in the directions of Emona and Sis-
cia, as well as the connection to the now very clear route from Dobova to Podsu-
sed.

From the west, in addition to the above, routes from another two directions
arrived in this area. The first was along the Krka River valley, and the other con-
tinued in a direction which can be reconstructed thanks te recent research in the
Zumberak-Gorjanski Massif: Gornja Vas (cemetery: Gregl, 1985, 105) — Bratelji
{cemetery, remains of roman architecture; from this vear) — Gradec nad Podbod-
jem (villa; Guétin, 1985, 148) — Buseda Vas (roman graves; ANS1, 1975, 249 also
a thermal source) — Krika Vas (roman bridge; ANS1, 1975, 250 probably also a
cemetery).

The intensive settlement of the left bank of the Sava is a logical continuation
ol the colonization of the Kriko plain, where over 20 finds of a settlement charac:
ter were noted (Petru, 1962, 68). Our research has filled the blank on maps of ro-
man sites between Dobova and Podsused and shows the continuity of roman set-
tlement along the Sava. Tt also shows the continuation of the most important lo
cal roads which cut diagonally across Zagreb from Ivanja Reka on the east to
Podsused on the west (Gregl, 1984, 11). During field survey 1in Podsused
we found a route whose toponym srimska cestas (voman road) speaks
for itself. This continues from Podsused through the southwestern foothills
of Medvednica and further along the Sava to the west, On the furthest western
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edge of Medvednica it forked in at least two more directions. The first continues
towards Poetovio on the right bank of the Krapina River through the Zagorje
hills {Klemenc, 1952/3, 82), and the other (which could be the solde or schurchs
road, as one road is called by the inhabitants of the villages of Bistra and Po-
ljanica) goes along the northwestern foothills of Medvednica via Kraljevi Vrh, Stu-
bicke Toplice and further to the Poetovio-Andautonia-Siscia road.

Research to date in the region between the Sava and the Brdovecko Prigorje
has shown that roman settlement in this area most probably began in the first
third of the 1st century AD. This is supported by the archaeological small finds (see
the conclusions of the chapters on pottery and metal), as well as the earliest coin
found to date (Tiberius, Trench 11, 70 cm depth). The structure in Drenje, accor-
ding to the present state of research, ceased to function at the end of the 4th cen-
tury AD. It is our opinion that the excavation carried out on the structure to the
present does nor permit conclusions either about final dating or the purposes
of the structure. Undoubtably its military-strategic and communication position
caused the structure to be built, but its character and dimensions have not yet been
determined with certainty.

Despite the relatively small area excavated to date, three chronelogical hori-
sons of consiruction activity in Drenje can be clearly distinguished.

The first or Julio-Claudian phase (first halt of the 1st century AD) [or now
can be related to walls in trenches 11 (Fig. 16) and 12 and walls above and below
the floor in trenches 17 (Fig. 10) and 19 (Fig. 17). Tt is likely that the structure
From the first horizon was larger, as is shown by the wall in the southwestern
corner of segment A which is older than the surrounding walls.

The second chronological herizon can be dated to the period from the Fla-
vians to the Marcomannic Wars (69—166 AD). In this period, additions and alter
ations were made to the structure. Considering the entire archacological picture
of this phase, it certainly represents the period of the most intensive settlement
in Drenje. Of course, the Marcomannic devastation of Pannonia left its trace here,
hut nermal life obviously was continued, even if through repopulation.

The third chronological horizon would include the wall addition in trench
g as well as the floor and destroyed floor in segment A.

Although there are few coins, they illustrate coin circulation on thiz site

well. There are four periods in which coins circulate intensively:

1. 22128 AD 1 example
(perhaps the beginning of construction)
2. 95—169 AD & examples
(+ 1 undetermined)
3. 270—280 AD 3 examples
4. 348350 — 364/375 7 examples

Various explanations can be offered for this, of which one hypothesizes a connec-
tion between these four periods and construction activities in Drenje. It seems
that the periods of coin circulation and construction aclivity in Drenje coincide.

If these coin finds are compared to the diagram of coin finds from Neviodu-
num (Petru, 1978, 33), it is apparent that there was very similar circulation on that
site.

sExcavation of roman setilements in the region of northwestern Croatia to
dute has shown that they did not originate according to any plan but rather that
they had specific conditions of development which were caused above all by geo-
graphic-strategic position, relicf features and pre-Roman traditions. However,
what they all share and what is in some Sense uniform is the acceptance of urban
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and construction elements of the new roman civilization — construction in stone
and brick, the use of modern communal systems like drainage, water supply, a
road network, then the introduction of hypocaust heating, the outfitting of strue-
tures with strucco, frescoes, floors, mosaics, terraces and so forth. All of this
indicates that in this part of southern Pannonia urbanization developed successful-
ly and relatively quicklv.« (Vikié-Belané¢ic, 1975, 44).

The excavation of roman cemetries near the region under consideration has
given information about the beginning and end of their use. The cemetery in Do
bova is dated to the lst2nd centuries AD, with the majority of graves from the
Ist cemtury (Petru, 1969, 39), In Mihailovac near Dobova the remains of a small
cemetery from the end of the st century and the 2nd century were recently found
(Gustin, 1985, 152). According to the finds, burial took place in Ribnica between
the first half of the Ist century and the end of the 3rd century (Petru, 1969, 39).
The cemetery in Stenjevec is dated to the 1st century and the first half of the
2nd century (Klemenc, 1938, 37: Gregl, 1981).

The period of burial at the above cemeteries completely agrees with the chro-
nological data received through excavation of the settlement structure, particular
Iy in terms of its origin and the period of most intensive life in it

It is certain that the entire region along the shortest and most logical over-
land route from Ttaly to Pannonia would have been the earliest pacified. This is
confirmed by the fact that in the Augustan period Siscia was the most important
roman stronghold (Tiberius' headquarters in both uprisings), as well as the fact
that even in the Flavian period there were two coloniae and two municipia on
the Emona-Siscia route (Emona, Neviodunum, Andautonia, Siscia). The process
of settlement began here as early as the first third of the Ist century AD, for
which fact proof was found at Drenje.

The excavation of roman sites on the left bank of the Sava between the Sutla
and the Krapina Rivers has supplemented our knowledge of the population of this
region in the Imperial period, and further research will provide answers to pro-
blems which we have not been able to discuss i detail in this work.
